After adopting the above platform, they
proceeded to ballot for a lidate for tie
Presidency, with the following resuit: Breck-
inridga 81. Dickinson 20, but before the vote
was anuounced the Dickingon men al! chang-
ed to Breckinridye, and le received the whole
101.  Geueral Lane, of Oregon, was nomiua-
ted by acclamation for the Vice Presidency.
Philadelphia was selected as the place for the
next meeting of the Convention. After which
the Conveution adjeurned arvidst tremendous
cheering.

While the Beceders were proceeding with
their business, the regular Convention, being
presided over by Col. Todd of Ohie, who took
the chair after Gen. Cushing resigned, pro-
ceeded to uominate their candidates. The
whole numberof votes cast on thes:cond and
last ballot was 1943 being 983 votes more
than was cast in the Seceders Convention,--
| making the Sceeders a little over one-third ol
the whole Convention. Of these 196} votes
Douglas received 1813—when on motion of
Mr, J. B. Hoge of Virgiuia, Dovglas was de-
clured, amidst immense cheering, to be the
unanimous choice of the Convention, Penn-
wylvania and New York were both pledged
for Mr. Douglas by 40,600 votes, 'I'he Con-
veution then adjourned until 7 o’clock at
night.  After re-assembling Senator Fitz-
patrick of Alabama was proclaimed the unan-
imous choice of the Convention as their can-
didate for the Vice Presidency.
