AN ORDINANCE
KcLtfintr lo Houses of Hl-Fiinic

SECTION !. He it onnotml fltid prdnincd by
tho Mayor and Counoilmen of tho City of

Cumberland, Thnt the Ohtftblishmcnt nnd muia
tenanco of bawdy house?, ItortHe.l of prostitu-
tion, or house? of ill-lnino,within tho limit? of
the corporation, be and it is hereby declnrod ft
nuisance, nnd all auch house? nrc declured to
be nuisance*.

Sue. 2. Bo it enacted, That nny landlord, of
hia, her or their ftgout, renting a tenement to
any person keeping or maintaining such house,
and using said tenement for purposes of pros-
titution or buwdyisui, shall bo doomed guilty of
creating n nuisance, nud on couviction thereof
shall forfeit and pay a fine uot less than three

nor more than ten dollars for ench offence, and
each duy snid tenement shall bo so occupied
shnll constitute separate aud distrcctoffence.

Hue. 3. Bo it enacted, That the keeper of any
liouso of ill-fame, or maintaining Tlieietn fe-
male? for the purposes nnmed in this ordinance,
shall be doomed guiltyof creating and produc-
ing it nuieniice, and shall, on conviction tbcre
of,forfeit nnd pny a fine not less than flvo nor
more than twenty dollars for each and every
offcnco, and each day shall constitute a sepa
rate offofico *

Sec. I. Bp it enacted, That any house hav
ing tho common reputation of being a buwdy

houso, or houso of ill-fume,inhabited princi-
pally or entirely hy females, and stick females
not being daughters, sisters, or other near rela -
lives of the keeper of said house, and tuch fe
males having no visiblo and cruditatde means
of subsistence, shall, for all the purposes of

this ordinance, he deemed and held to be bawdy
houses or houses of illfame; upon the additional
proof that such house is frequented by men not
connected with the occupants thereof and hav-
ing no legitimate business therewith, or any
house so inhabited on proof of being frequented
by males being tho scene ofprofane and vulg&r
lniiguage, or indecent exhibitions ofperson, or
riotous conduct, shall bo deCmcd to be bawdy
hoiisos within tie meaning of this ordinance.

Sec. 5. Bo it enacted, That nny female being
convicted of being an InhnMtor or frenuentet
of any such houso or establishment sunll bo
doomed a nuisance, nltd on conviction of being
in any way connected with any breach of the
peace originating about such bouse,or for any
indccont or improper cxposuro of herself,shall
forfeit and pitffei fine not less tbau two nor
more than ten (hilars for each .ffence.

Sec. 6. Bo it ci acted, That all fines and for-

feitures imposed by this ordinance shall be re-
covered as all other lines and forfeitures ruay
he recovered, before a justice of the peace In

and for Allegany county.
Sec. 7. Bo it enacted. That this ordinance

shall take effect nnd be In forco from and after
tho 2(>th day of August, 1860, and that all or-
dinances or parts of ordinances conflicting
with the provisions of this ordinance, be and
the same nre hereby repealed.
