I'oscssing
a warm and genial heart, sanctified by
Divine Grace, she was beloved by a large
circle of friends. Ever ready to serve
others; and to an extent sometimes that
indicated entire forgetfulness of herself,

her good deeds were not confined to
friends only, but her generous heart
sympathised with the sufferiug poor, and
led her to minister to their wants, both
temporal and spiritual, as sho was ena-

bled Especially in regard to the spir-
itual condition of those around her did
he feel a deep interest, nnd endeavored to
interest others in providing for them the
bread of life,

But-the love and merits of Christ were

the themes on wnich her heart was wont

most to dwell, and concerning which she
delighted most to speak.

Her couutonancc would glow brighter
and brighter, until au almost unearthly
glow wonld seem to beam from every fea-
ture ?indicating, beyond all doubt, the
character and power of the principle that
ruled within.
