Sicily.
Sicily is the largest inland in lite Mediter-

ranean, about one hundred and sixty miles
long, and one hundred and thirty wide, sep-
arated frutri the southwest extremity of Italy
by the narrow strait of Messina, with the vol-
cano f Etna rising from the midst of its fer- |
tilo fields and vim-yards, which are celebra-
ted now as in the classic days of old, for their
wheat and corn, their oi! and and wine.?
Sicily was supposed by the ancients to be
the same as the Ilotneriek island Vhrinitio,
said to be derived from the triangular form
of the island. When the Siculi, driven from
Italy, crossed the strait and took possession
of the island, the naitio was changed into Si-
cilia. Conquered at first sucrssively by Car-
tnagenians, Romans and Goths, in the ninth
cen/ury tho Saracens became its masters,
which rule made way for that of the Norm-
ans which in 1 10*1 was supercede d bytlieSjra-
bian Dynasty, which in turn ri ado way fori
the rule of tho French under Charles i., Duke
of Aujott, whose tyrany was terminated by
the massacre known as the Sicilian Vespers.'
Princes of Aragon now became its possessors; 1
then the sovereigns of Spain until insurrec-
tion gave it to Austria, who iu her turn was
driven out by Spain. In 173G, the Infant
Don Carlos, came into possession, and united
tho island withthe Kingdom of Naples, un-
der tho name of the Kingdom of the Two
Sicilies. Spain next reded the Island to tho
Pope in 1789, and in 1813 Napoleon made it
a French station. Aft<r tho battle of Water-
loo, it reverted to the Neapolitan sway, un-
der which government it remained until (he
outbreak of 1848. when, after a little breath-
ing spell, it came under tho cruel sway of the
treacherous and infamous Bomba, whose his-
tory is too well known to need recapitulation
New York Courier.

7b Clean Paint thai is not Tarnished.?Put upon a plate somo of the best whiting,

have ready some cleau, warm water, and a
piece of flannel, which dip into the water and
squcezo nearly dry; then take as much whit-
ing as willadhere to it, apply it to the paint
when a little rubbing will instantly remove
any dirt or grease, wasli well off with water
and rub dry with a soft clotlr Paint thua
cleaned looks equal to new; and without do-
ing the least injury to the most delicato color
it preserves tho paint much longer than if
cleaned witli soap; and it docs not require
moro thau half tie time usually occupied in
cleaning.

7b Srour Thick Cotton Counterpanes ?Cut
a pound of mottled soap into thin alicea, ami
put it into a pan with a quarter of an ounco
of poarlash. l'our a pail of boiling water 011
it, and let it stand tilldissolved. Then porrv
hot and cold water into a scouring tub, with
a bowl of the solution. Putin the countor-
pano, best it well, turn it often, nod give it a
seoond liquorns bofore, tlicn rinse it in cold
water. Now put tlirco teaspoonfuls of liquid
blue into n thin liquor; stir it, nnd put in tha
counterpane; beat it about five minutes, amidry it in the air.

7b Clean and Polish Shells ?Wash them
with soap and hot water; if very rough ou
the outside, scour them with a hit of flannel
dipped in wet sau 1, and wash it well off.
Th"iismear them ovor with muriatic acid,
and rub them well with a small, hard brash',
audi ns a nail brush. Throw them into a
dish of hot water, dry thoin well, and polish
by rubbing them witlia hit of dry fiaunel.?A few drops of sweet oil ou the flannel willimpri.vo their appearance, but itmust be well
rublel off. The Augers and dress must be
well protected from the scid, as it is very
powerful.

7b Scour Carpets, Hearth Rugs, &c.~ Rntr
a pieco of soap on entry spot of gren.se or dirt;
then take a hard brush dipped iu boiling wa-
ter, and rub the sjiots well. If very dirty, a
solution of soap must bo put into a tub, with
hot water, and the carpet well beat in it rin-sing itiu several clean waters, putting into .
the water a tablespooufni of oil of vitriol, tobrighten the colors.

A Plum Cake. ?Take one pound of flour,
rub in it half a pound of butter very small,
and put iu a nutmeg grated. Take half a
gill of cream, and make it ns warm as new
milk. But into your flour a quarter of an
ounce of mace; lay it iu a heap in the mid-dle ofyour basin. Put in half a gillof yeast
the yolks of five eggs, with four spooufuls of
sack, then put in your cream. Have ready
tho whites of five eggs whipl up to a froth
by degrees- Bent it tillit looks very white.
So set it before the lire to rise half an hour;
then have ready one pound of currants, clean
washed, a quarter of a ponnd "f sugar, finely
sifted, three onnces of candied lemon and or-auge-peei. Mix all together. Put into a
quick oven. Baku three-quarters of an hour.

, Sugar Idrops .<?One pound of flonr, one
I ponnd of raw sngar; five onnces of batter,
i melted, five eggs, well beat, and then mixed.Drop them with a te-spoon ou the cake-tin,

and bake iu a moderate oven. A few seedt
