Useful  Recelpts.

Very good Old-Fashioned Boiled Custard.
Throw iuto a pint and a half cow wmilk the
very thin riud of a fresh lemon, ard let it in-
fuse for half an hour, then simmer them to-
gether for u few minutes, and add four oun-
ces and a half of white sugar, Beat thor-
oughly eight fresh eggs, mix with them anoth~
er balf a pint ofnew milk; stir the boiling
milk quickly to them, take out the lemon-
peel, and turn the custard into a deep jug;
set this over a fire in a pan of boiling water,
and keep the custard stirred gently, but withi-
out chasing, until it begins to thicken, then
move the spoon rather more quicily, touch
the bottom of the jug, untilthe misture i4
brought to the pointof boiling,when it must be
instantly taken from tha2 fire or it will curdla
in a moment. Pauritinto a bowl, and keep
it stirred nntil pearly cold, then add to it, by
degrees, a wine glassful of god brandy and
two ounces of blanched almonds, cut iuto
spikes; or omit theseat pleasure. A few Lit-
ter ones, bruised, can be Loiled in the milk
instead of lemon-pesl, when their fluvor is
preferred.

OrangeJelly.—Buil an ounce and « quarter
of ising!ass in a piut of water, the rind of an
orange cut very thin, a little cinamon, and
three ounces of loaf sugar. Wlen the isn-
i dissolved, squecze cither two Sevile
g8, or two lemons, with suficiest China
to make a pint of juice; mix all to-
F8nd strain, Set it in a coul place for
dhour, then pour gently into another

from the sediment, and then put
mould. When wanted for use, dip
d in warm water, and the jelly will
Pout. A few grains of saffron adds much
to its appearances. This makes a very pret-
ty dish for a supper; it should Le garuished
with alternate slices of opanges and mons.
If required for jelly glasses, it must be left
the basiu till quite cold and stiff, and then
cut out.

Apple jelly.—Take about a peck of apples;
pare, quarter, and core them. DPut them in
a preserving-pot, with as much water as will
cover them. Boil rather fast till the fruit is
all in a mash, then run it through a jelly bag
and to every pound of juice puta balf pound
of lump sugar, and boil gently at leust two
hours. Put into moulds, and after it Las
been made a little time, it will turp out a
beautiful transparent jelly. It makesa very

retty and nice dish; and if a custayd or some

voushire cream is poured into the dish, it

is & very great improvement. The best ap-

ples for making this jelly are codlins, early
anns, or g lden revvets,

Hair Wash.—An excelent and perfe t'y
harmlcss hair wash may be made as follows;
