From this source Mr. Jefferson became im-
bued with the spirit of Slavery emancipation
and under his powerful iuflueuce this mental
poison spread through onr political sphere
while under the still stronger intiueuc* of
several preachers of the gospel, it became a
creed iu our religion that Slavery was a mor-
al Kpr-vsv fastened up<n the land. In the
height of theso radically false notions. C n-
gress passed the law prohibiting the foreign
trade in slaves?declared it to be the ignom-
itious grade of piracy?on the level with and
the equal of murder and rotary on the high
