Useful Recelpts:

Rice-Fiour Cement.—An excellent cement
may be made from rice-flour, which is at
present used for that purpage in China and
Japan. Itis only necessary to mix the rice-
flonr intimately with cold water, and gently
simmer it over a fire, when it readily forms a
cate and darable cement, not only an-
swering all the purposes of common pasts,
but admirably adapted for joining together
paper, cards, &c., in forming the varions
beautiful and tasteful ornaments which af-
ford much cmph_\-mcnt and amusement to
the ladies.  When made of the consistence
of plaster clay, models, busts, bas relievos,
&c., may be formed of it, and the articles,
when dry, are susceptible of high polish, and
very durable.

To Stew Cuarrots.—Half-boil the carrots;
then scape them nicely and cut them into
thick slices. P'utthem into a stew ban with
as much milk as will barely covor them, a
very little sult and pepper,and a sprig or two
of chopped  parseley.  Simmer them until
they are perfectly tender, but not broken.—
\When nearly donie, add a peica of fresh but-
ter, rollad in flour.  Send them to table hot,
Carrots require long eooking.
