Let all boil half au liouc
more, watching nud stirring that the
mixture may uot burn. Then straiu,
and add lemon juice and sugar to taste.
Take any quantity c ld, through the day
and half a tumblerful warm at uight.?
The above is a most excellent recipe.

Yeast ?To make good yeast, Loil two
ounces of the best hops in a gallon of
water for half an hour; strain it, let it
cool down to the heat of new milk, then
put in a small handfull of s.Vt and half a
dound of moist sugar, beat up one pound
of the best flour with some of the liquor,
and then mix all well together. Two
days after, add throe lbs. of potatoes,
boiled then mashed, to staud for four
and twenty hours: tlicu put ieto bottles,
and it will be ready for use. Stir fre-
quently while oiakiug, and keep it
warm. Before usciug, shake the bottle
well up It willkeep ia a cool place for
two mouths.

Old BnjlUh C'lu'istmoM Plum Pud-
ding.?To make what is termed a pound
pudding, take of raisins well stonod,
currants thoroughly washed, ooolbeach
chop a pound of sunt very fiuelv.g and
mix with them; add a pound of bread
finely crumbled, and just flour enough
to chop your suet, threo ounces of sugar
one ounce and a half of grated loniou
pell, a blade o mace, half a small nut-
meg, one teaspoouful of gingar, half a
dozen eggs, well beaten; work itwcll to-
gether, put it into a cloth, tie it firmly,
allowing room to swell, and boil not loss
than five hours. It should not bo suffer-
ed to stop boiliug.

To t ilce MiUtcu- out nf Linen ?Take
the cloth when it is dry. and saturate
uiilldctved spots thoroughly with soft
soap, and thou lay iu the bright mm un-
til diy. In some eases it may bo neces-
sary to repeat the process.?A'.
