Annual Eepori.
We have received the thirty fourth annual

Report of the President and Directors of the

Baltimore and Ohio Rail-Koad.
The report gives a most flattering andsat-

.slactory account of the Road and its busi-

ness and contains much valuable informa-

tion.
From the Report we g'.ean the following:

The number of tons hauled, on Main Stem,
in 1869, was 882, 076, whilst during the past

vsar, the aggregate is 1,005,837 tons, iho
largest tonage in any former year was in 18-
67, viz: 896,401 tons. The excess of tonage
for the past year, over any previous year, is
therefore 110,436 tons.

The quantity of Bituminous Coal, paying
freight, transported during the rear, has been

127,788 tons,-an increase compared with 18-

69. of 81,061 tons, and compared with 1838,
of 74.996 tons. The deliveries of con! at

Baltimore exceed those of the proceeding
year 28 7-10 per cent. The revenue from

Coal for the year haa been $1,988,196.84, be-

ing $268,814.89 more than iu 1869,

JSrtent and Value of the Tonmgt to and from
Baltimore City.

By an examination of the general table of
Tonnage and Mileage, it appears that the
business of the Road, to and lr un the C:ty
of Baltimore, during the past year, has been
exceedingly large. The quantity of freight

of all kinds, and from all sua: ces, brought to

Baltimore by the Road during the year, is
700,086 tons, while that taken Irotn Balti-
more is 203,967 ton-, making an aggregate
of 904.042 tons. Deducting this aggregate
from the total tonage hauled or: all parts of
the Road in 1860, it proves that bat the rel-
atively small portion of 126, 780 tons was
independent of the attraction ot the City of

Ba'timore.
Computing the value of the Coal brought j

to Baltimore, and enumerated in ti.e above |
aggregate of tonnage, at $4 per ton (inclu- j
ding the freight paid the Company) it would j
show the total value of that article at Balti-

more to bo $1,602, 150. Deducting the I
400,639 tons of Coal brought to Baltimore
from the 904,042 tons of freight to and from j
Baltimore during 1860, it would leave 503.- '
608 of miscellaneous trade. Safely assuming

by careful estimate, that the average value nf
of this freight was S6B per ton.it would

show a valuation of $34,245,000. Adding-

the value ofthe Goal tothis, asalrevdv stated

it would show a grand total of $35,867,156

as llyi-valuation of the freight transported
during the year 1860 by this road to and

from Baltimore.
Evidences of an enlarged demand for the

superior aeroibituminous Coals,from the Cum-
berland, George's Creek, and other mining

regions on the Baltimore and Ohio Road, are
offered in' the further success withwhich this

article lias been used for the past season, as a ,

fuel for the locomotive engines. Numerous
Eastern railroad companies have fairly tried ,
and fullyapproved it for this ebjee*, and re- j
pert it as posessing aJrantagfs in econemy, ;
either when compared with Wood or other j
Coal. The New York and Erie, the Hudson '
River, The Boston and Maine, the Eastern, j
the Kennebec and Portland, the Boston and j
Providence, the Boston and Worcester, the j
Philadelphia, Wilmington and Baltimore !
and other Eastern roads, have thus endorsed

its value. Nor has its merits as a locoino- j
tive fuel, been entirely overlooked by the.
Western railroad companies. Intelligent

its use on their lines, for which ample facili-
ties are at their command for its transporta-
tion through Parkershurg, or Wheeling, in
good condition and at moderate rates.
