quent and enthusiastic demonstrations of ap-

probation, and at intervals, such was tbo
glowing and intense feeling of devotion to
their country which filled every heart, (lear-

ning cheers were given for the Star Spangled
Banner, Major Anderson, and on two several
occasions, three cheers wero given lor Gov.
Hicks, who, for some unaccountable reason

was not named by the committee in their
resolutions, but for whose conduct the people
were anxious and even impatient tgive ev-

idence of their hearty approbation, and whose

course they bad endorsed at every meeting
of tho many held in tho county, and which

they wished to ro-aflSrm in general mass
meeting.

The demonstration on Thursday willlong

be remembered by the people of this county
for tliomultitude in attendance, ?theiniglity,
glowing, and fervent patriotism of the peo-

ple, and the excellent order that prevailed

throughout the entiro proceedings. At
about three o'clock the meeting adjourned,

and the hardy ami Uuiou-loving citizens of
this grand old mountain region returned to

their homes, to cultivate the lires of their pa-
triotism, to teach their children tv> love their

country and revere their government, and re-
solved of themselves to defend with their lives,
if it be necessary, the pricely heritage be-

queathed them by their departed Sires.
