The origin of th? order of tlie Oddfellows is
of an ancient date; it was established by the
Ibimnn soldiers in camp after the Order of the
Israelites, during the reign of Nero, the Ro-
man Linper<r, who commenced Lis reign A.
I), on. at which time they were called Fel-
low Citizens. The name of Oddfellows was
given R tliis order of men (A* I). 7'j) by Ti-
tus Cicsnr. I'Ml i eror of Iv>me, lrm their sin-
gularity of notions, and from their knowing
rich other by liight as well as by day, and for
their fidelity to him and their country, lit-
not only gave them tho name of Oddfellows,
but at the same lime, as a pledge of friend-
ship, pr'K*nted them with a dispensation,
engraved on the Arch of Titus Cajsar, the
Ark of tin? Covenant, tho Colder! Candle-
sticks, the Golden Table, (weighing one great
talent,) the S111? for N. (*., the Moon aud
Stars fir V. (i., a Lamp for Secretary, the
Lbm for Guardian, the Dovo for Warden,
ntul the Emblems of Morality for the G. M.
It is very probable that the first Oddfellows
made their ap| earanca in North Wales about
that time, as an invasion wn nmdo by one
' f Titus Ciesar's generals (Agricola) on North
Wales, and shortly afterwards on the islru I
of Mono, now called Anglesea. The first nc-

I rotint we have of the order spreading into
. titer countries is in the sth century, when it
was established in the Spanish dominions,
under the Roinish dispensation; and in tlx?
tith century by King Henry in Portugal; and
iu the 12th century it was established in
France, and afterwards iu England by John
de Neville, attended by five knights from
France, who formed a Loyal Grand Lodge ol
Honor iu London, which order remained un-
til the reign of George 111. when a part ol
them began toform themselves into a union,
and a portion of them remain until this day;
<n this account, th lodges which remain,
and are very numerous throughout tho world
call themselves 'Loyal Ancient independent
Oddfellows,' being a portion of tho original
body.
