and prompt eervico to the government,though
in many instances, it has been administered

by men, the representatives of parties, to
whose political faith sho stood in strong
antagonism, nnd against whose supremacy she
warred witha determined opposition. Having
been content to lets policy that she conceiv-
ed detrimental to her prosperity and welfare
obtain in the administration of tho Federal

Government, she has estimated the blessings
secured to her under the broad flag of our
nationality, of priceless value, and has there-
fore performed her duties to tho government j
without murmuring?without complaining, j
So in the past, and so it will be in the future.
Though the affairs of the nation are now to

be conducted by men, and a party to which

she presented an almost unbroken front of

opposition, she is not now, any more than
when the democracy ruled, prepared to resist
the authority of the government, but as a
loyal member of the Confederacy, she will
perform her duties under tlieCoustitution and

Scott of Fauquier, and Tread way, Conserva-
tives, declared that if tho President's respon-
se was unfavorable they would go for imme-
diate secession. They hoped, however, that
the answer of the President would he favor-
able to peace.

Other members addressed the Convention
in opposition, and declared that tho object
of the resolution was immediate secession.

The movements of the llects were fre<(iel-
ly tilliulct) to iu the progress of the debate,
mill the ground assumed was that Virginia
having by t lit: vote ofThursday indicated her
policy against secession, she had the right to
know what these movements moot.

Mr. Carlislc'and nil the straight-out Union-
ists opposed tho resolution, as did some of the
Conservatives.

The preamble and resolution were then

adopted?yeas 78, nays 03.
Slucli to the surprise of every one 'Gov.

Wise voted ill the negative.
The Convention thon appointed Messrs.

Wm. Billiard Preston, Conservative; Alexan-
der H. 11. Stuart, Unionist, and George W.
Randolph, Secessionist, as Commissioners to

wait on the President. They will leave to-

morrow morning.
The Convention then adjourned, and it is

presumed will transact but little business un-
til the Commissioners return.

Further particulars of this movement

have come to our knowledge. A A'ir-
ginia gentleman, now in this city, in-
forms us that ho had a long conversation
with McCulloh a few days since, and
that the design of attacking the Federal
Capital was freely nvowod by that reck-
less filibuster. McCullogh, who is
well known as a Texan ranger of unu-

sual bravery and skill, declared to our

informant that his sole object iu visiting
Maryland and Virginia was the organi-
zation of a military force to he prepared
for instant service as soon as war had ac-
tually commenced.

McCullough stated to our informant,
in the course of a frank conversation,
that his object in coming from Texas
was to cement and consolidate the seces-
sionist sentiment. He saw an opportu-
nity for exciting the passions of the dis-
contented, nnd proceeded without delay

itol and the archives of the government
at the moment when civil war shall
commence. The active'military prepa-
rations of the government have inspired
McCulloh and his fellow-rebels with the
belief that adecisive blow is to be struck, .
and the opportunity that will then he j
offered for a display of his force will lie (
eagerly seized.?A r. V. l'ott.

Whether there is truth or not iu the
foregoing, wc are not prepared to say,
but from the well known character of
McCullogh, andj the utter disregard of

morality and conscientiousness upon the
part of the (Secessionists, we think the
fellow should be arrested, as it is well
known that he is prowling about Wash-
ington, and cau be after no g iod, but
doubtless mischief.

What Arkansas lias Done.

The Stato Convention of Arkansas, on the

20th, ult., as our readers have already been

apprised, adopted an ordinance to he sub-

mitted to the po<>plc at an election to be lirld
ou the third day of August, providing that
the people may then determine for themsel-

ves whether the State shall secede separately
and without delay, or shall abide by and co-
operate in the action of the IWder slave
States! and at the same time tho Convention
appointed Commissioners to the Border slave

States Convention, proposed to l> held at

Frankfort, Kentucky, on the 27th of May.?
This action on the part of the Convention
was a compromise between the Union and
Secession men in that body. The following
sections of the ordinance adopted by them
give the gist of their action :

SKC 1. /V it ordained by the jtroj/leof the
State of Arkansas in Conrention assembled,
That an election shall be held in all the vani-
ties of this State on Monday, tho third day
of August, 1801, at which the question of
"Co-operation r Secession shall be submit-
ted to the people ol this State; which election
shall be held am) conduced in all respects in
accordance with the laws of the State, now
in force prescribing the manner of holding
elections; provided that the she rids of the
several counties shall be required to give at

least thirty days' notice of the time and pla-
ces of holding said elections by advcrti.se-
mcnt thereof, as required by law for ordina-
ry elections.

SKC. 2. Be it farther ordained. That, if
it shall appear when tho result ?! said elec-
tion shall be made known to this Conven-
tion, that a majority of the legal votes cast

in the State have been cast for Secession,
then, in that event, such vote shall be taken
to be instructions to this Convention to pass
an act of immediate Secession, and the Con-
vention shall at once pass an ordinance
dissolving tho connection existing between
the State of Arkansas and the Federal Gov-
ernment, known as the United States of A-
merica; but, if a majority of all the legal
votes have been cast for Co-operation, then
this Convention shall immediately take such
steps as may be deemed proper lor further
co-operation withthe Border or unseceded
Slave States in efforts to secure a pcimanent
and satisfactory adjustment of the sectional
controversies disturbing the country.

Suffering In Mississippi.
Tho Hoard of Police met illllaukin coun-

ty on Saturday last to adopt some measures
to relieve the wants of the poor and desti-
tute. Something must bo done, and that
speedily, or hundreds of our citizens will per-
ish with hunger. We want to see those who
have been denouncing that good and pure-
hearted old gentleman, lienj. Hawkins, and
boasting that tliey were willing to give half
tliey had to the poor, come forward and sub-
scribe liberally. Will they do it ? We will
venture the prediction that 0110 hundred dol-
lars will uot be subscribed by all that class
o' meu in the county. We have heard of a
large number of men who have given up
tlieircrops mid goue off to hunt work and
get food for their families. If tliey had corn
to feed their families mid stock they could
make a crop and pay for it in tho fall.?
These men do not want it given to them.?
They only want it 011 a credit until next fall.
Our old friend, Hiram Jones, informs us
that there is a great deal of destitution in his
neighborhood, and that unless relief is affor-
ded in tho next ten days armed bodies of
men will takn corn by force from those who
have it.

Major Hawkins has returned from Illinois
with 18,000 bushels of corn and 1,000 bush-
els of ootatoes, which will be a great relief
for the present; but it will last but a few

A GREAT WESTERN' PROJECT.

Steam Canal from Lake Michigan
to the Mississippi River.

The present attitude of I/misiana towards

I the states lying northward upon tlm Missis-
sippi river has attracted attention to a pro-
ject considerably discussed a few years since.
She now claims to belong to a foreign sover-
eignty. Within her territory lie the months
of the Mississippi, and she now holds with
her troops the forts which command them.?
It is true lier legislature has declared that she

intends its commerce shall he free, hut such

an assurance from agovernment which deems

it honest to lay hands upon the money, mints,
vessels and fortresses of the United States,
with no excuse except that a President it
docs not like has been constitutionally elec-
ted,and recreant to honor a traitor deeply dyed
iu perjury, canuot be relied upon to keep its

faith a moment longer than its passion or

self-interest may dictate. Its honor is a poor

reliance to men educated to regard oaths and
obligations us of some force, and the West
will he reluctant to hazard its produce and

A steamboat navi-
gation between the Mississippi and the great
hikes might not at once produce suffi-

cient to allhrd the capitalist his interest, while
it would add untold millions to the value of
the West, and multiplythe commerce <l her
cities and the city >l New York. It pos>ible,
it should be as lightly encumbered with char-
ges as possible The value of such a naviga-
tion can hardly be overestimated.

Its sutntnit level is supplied with
water hy pumps. Such a canal, with the
canal, witn the necessity of having the pro-
perty carried upon it transhipped at each
terminus, and connecting with the Illinois
river, which, during portions of the summer

season is too low for steamboat navigation,
can never command a very extensive (radio.
The proposed connection would he quite an-
other affair. It contemplates a navigable
channel for the steamboats which are used
on the Mississippi and the propellers which
navigate the lakes, ami a supply of water to

the Illinois river at all times. A thorough
cut ol one hundred feet wide and eight I'cet

deep from the river, three ntiles front its
mouth, in.the city ol Chicago, through the
dividing ridge to the Illinois river, would

draw the lake a stream sutli -ieut for
these purposes at thedryest season, It is es-
timated that such a canal can he constructed
for lour million dollars. Allthe steamers
navigating the waters of the great western
valley could then Ireely pass into Lake Mich-
igan at Chicago, and proceed without break-

ing hulk "r other interruption directly to the

New York canals, IStilValo and Oswego.
The effect of the connection upon the great

cities of the West would he striking. lly
\u25a0nouns of rail roads, Cincinnati, Louisville. St.-
I. nils and Chicago, are within a few hours
front each other. Kaeh is the centre of a
large district as fertile and prolific as any in
the world, brought, as it were, to its own
suburbs- But, notwithstanding the facilities
of transportation which railroads have toii-

ferred upon each, there are many ol the ag-
ricultural products of the western valley
which require a chetper method ol transit
than railroads furnish. Hitherto these have
followed the natural channels of the western

rivers; and found their market at New Or-
leans. With the proposed channel opened
they would find the rout cheaper and more
secure by Chicago, the Lakes, the Krie ca-
nal, and the Hudson river, to New York?a
market always more desirable than New Or-
leans. The result would he substantially to

make New York the outlet of the Mississippi
valley,with its thirtythousand miles ol steam-

boat navigation coursing through the most

inviting agricultural country iu the world,
producing every variety tf vegetable growth
found iu temperate regions, with many pro-
ductions peculiar to the tropics, and teeming
with almost every metal and mineral useful
in the arts.

New York will derive an advantage from I
everything which promotes the prosperity of
the West. Every dollar added to the wealth
of the latter adds to its wealth ami growth.
The railroads stretching from the western val-
leys have done much, very much, to increase
the business of the Atlantic cities, Boston, j
Philadelphia and Baltimore, as well as New
York, exemplify this truth. But, as has been
suggested, much of the produce ot the West
requires a cheaper method of transportation,
Navigation alone furnishes this. Let the pro-
posed communication he opened, and a large
part of the whole annual burden of her soil
and the products of her mines would dud their
market here. Certainly when the action of
Louisiana indicates that the commerce of the
valley must all pay tribute to the new gov-
ernment, the importance of opening a chan-
nel by which it may avoid the imposition is
most manifest. Already, as appears by the
report of Secretary Dix to Congress, the for-
eign importations of tho merchants of St.-
Louis, Louisville, Cincinnati and other in-
land cities have been detained at New Or-
leans until they should pay duties to Louisiana
How soon she may lay export duties upon
the produce coining there from the northern
and western states,,or may seize the whole as
she has the mint and national vessels, no
prophet can foretell. A recent telegraphic

despatch informs us that the Governor of
Georgia had ordered the seizure of the inter-
ests of northern stockholders who contribu-
ted their money to build railroads in his state,

and although this report is contradicted, it
willhe just as honest and as honorable f<r
Louisiana to seize the good of northern men
as the money deposited in tho mint for coin-
age, and probably no consideration other
than her own inclinations will prevent her
doing it.

Indeed tho safety of the whole valley of
the Mississippi and of its confluents norther-
ly of the line ofLouisiana demands the con-
struction of this channel. The whole cost is
trilling in comparison to its importance. It
would be less than one-half the sum annual-
ry raised in the]city of New York for ordinary
taxes: less by one-fifth than the cost of the
laud taken for the Central Park; less than
one-third of what was paid for tho Croton
water; about one-third of the expenditure for
the Hudson River railroad, and about one-
eight of the cost of the Eric. Could four
million dollars he otherwise expended with
so great an advantage to our city. It would
at once add untold millions to our commcrco,
and continue to multiply its benefits until
the last acre of uncultivated land in the whole
western valley should bo subdued, and the
last manufacturing establishment within it
should he completed. The original construc-
tion of tho Erie canal cost about eight mil-
lions. Within the first ten years alter its
completion it enhanced the value of real es-
tate in the city over one hundred millions.?
Yet this result was caused mainly by its in-
fluence upon the commerce of Western New
York alone. The four millions required for
this work would secure to us the best part
of the commerce of the whole country, lying
between the Alleghanies and the Rocky Moun-
tains. Even the cotton of Northern Alaha-

i ma and Northern Mississippi, with that of
Tennessee, would find its way to tho mar-
kets of Europe, by tho new channel, as a
cheaper, safer and more expeditious rout than
by the mouths of the Mississippi. New Or-
leans in a foreign state would soon find itself
the port of shipment for only its own neigh-
borhood?now the great mart for the valley
of the West. And if, what is far from im-
probable, a communication bctweon the wa-
ters of tho Mississippi and Red river should |
be formed with the Atchafalays, and the
piain channel of the Mississippi seek that route

Trade par-
alysed; money out of the question: many peo- \
pie feeling insecure in liberty and estate, and
seeking new homes; the United .States army
driven off, our frontier exposed; our internal
improvements and the cause of education ar-
rested. No man can see the end.

You may ask me ifthe people cannot he
aroused. Look at the state of things in all
these 'Confederate States.' Few presses have
the boldness or independence to speak out

the facts as they are. The mails are under
the control of the Disunionists, and nearly
all prominent politicians are in the move-
ment, finding their reward as members of
Conventions, military officers, or in the pro-
mise of giving, to everybody, everything,and
making everybody independent of everybody
else. Large standing armies are being raised;
life tenure in uffico is proposed; a heavy tar-

ill' isgrinding us; ftgovernment at Montgom-
ery is grinding away without any responsi-
bility to tho people. If liberty survives all
this wc shall owe it to good fortune rather than
to the disposition of the leaders or the vigil-
ance of the oppressed masses.

California for the Union.
The California Legislature by a nearly two

thirds vote have passed a series of resolutions
of which the followingis a synopsis:

Resolved by the assembly, the Senate concur-
iny, First, The withdrawal of the State from
its membership and obligations in tho Feder-
al Union,in defiance of the General Govern-
ment, can only be accomplished by a suc-
cessful resistance to the whole power of the
United States. Second, Decent respect to

the opinions of the people of the civilized
world, and the instinct of self-preservation,
demands that the United States Government
should use all the power necessary to enforce
? ?bedicnce to its laws and to protect its prop-
erty. Third, The people of the State of Cal-
ifornia willsustain and uphold the constitu-
tionally elected officers of the United States
Government in all constitutional efforts to
preserve the integrity of tho Union, and to
enforce obedience to the acts ofCongress and
the decisions of the Courts. After the laws
have been enforced and the power nnd au-
thority >f the Constitution anu Government
of the United States recognized and acknowl-
edged. every feeling of nationality and broth-
erhood demands that such compromises as
are consistent with justice shall he uiade for
the purpose of restoring that harmony which
should chara t.'rise the people of the com-
mon couutry.

French Detectives.

Nothing exceeds the ingenuity of the
Trench police detective when hi pursuit of a
criminal. Science as well as cunning is
brought to hear in his investigation, as a
proof of which the following may he addu-
ced : The footprint left on the soil by tho
fugitive from justice is worthy of preserva-
tion, and great cart; is necessary in the pro-

cess for obtaining an accurate cast of it.?
The detective goes to work in the following
wiso: A gridiron ol several inches elevation
is placed over the foot print, and covered
with a sheet of copper. Ignited coals are
then added, which heats the copper by con-
duction and the soil hy radiation. Sperma-
ceti reduced into an impalpable powder by
means of a solution iu hot alcohol, being
thrown into a large quantity of cold water,
i< sprinkled over tho heated footprint. It
melts on contact, and the sprinkling is con-
tinued until a necessary thickness for a com-
plete cast is readied. After cooling, the
cast is carefully dug out. The size of the
shot', its peculiarities and iinperfections, are
thus accurately obtained fur comparison,
when opportunity shall offer.
