Useful Receipts.

Tin I irtues ofBorax. ?The wasliwo-
tnen ol Holland aud Ueigiutu.so proverb-
ially clean, and who get up their linen

so beautifully white, use refined borax
las washing powder, instead of soda, in
the proportiou of one largo handful of
borax powder to about ton gallans of
boiling water; they save in soap nearly
half All tho large washing establish-
ments adopt the same mode. For laccs,
cambrics, &e.t au extra quantity of tho
powder is used, and for crinoliucs (re-
quiring to be made stiff), a strong solu-
tion is necessary. Borax being a neu-
tral salt, dons nut in the slightest degree
injure the texture of the linen; its effect
is to soften the hardest water, aud there-
fore it should bo kept on every toilet-ta-
ble. To the taste it is rather sweet, is
used for cleaning the hair, is an excellent
duutrifioe. and in hot countries i.x used
in combination with tartaric acid and
bi-carbouuto of sodo as a eooliug kovcr-
age. Good tea can trod bo made with
hard water; all water may be made sol?
by adding a toaspoouful of borax powder
to an ordinary sized kettle of water, iu
which it should boil. The saving of tho
quantity of tea used will be at least ono
tiftli.?Eachit '/o I'llper.

Ruts.?To drive aud keep rats from
corn-cribs and granerics, place sotuc gae
tar iti thotn, arid daub some 011 their
holes, and they will leave tho premises
at once. The tar can be obtained at a-
ny place where gas is manufactured for
burning, at about six cents per gallon,
and a gallon will drive them from tho
premises.

core without cutting quite through; fill
the hollow with butter aud 6ne soft su
gar, let them roast iu aslow oven, aud
serve up with the syrup.

To Cure Scrofulous Sore Eyes. ?Take
blue violets, which arc growing wild in
most placce, dig thciu up. top the root,

wash clean, dry them, and make a tea;

dritik several times a day, wetting tbe
eyes each thtic, and it will soon cure.
