What Constitutes Treason.

In theso times when rebellion is in arms

against the United States, mid when rash anil

inconsiderate melt ami youths, give aid and

encouragement to this unholy work, it may

be profitable for those engaged in open and
secret hostility to the government, to under-
stand something of the responsibilities they

are incurring, and the daugcrs to which they

may be subjected.
So much freedom both of t pinion and ac-

tion, have the United States always enjoyed,
under our mild and heuifi eiit constitution ?

so great lias been the license and acrimony,

witli which party men have declaimed against

their opponents, and denounced the mea-

sures and policy of those in power, that many

Cow suppose that under our furrn of govern-

ment there is 110 such thing as treason, or
00 punishment prescribed therefor.

This is n delusion, which some, even in our
midst, may find it to their interest to have
dispelled.

Now that rebellion has attained such huge 1
proportions, and the government, in self-

defence, has begun "to show its teeth," it |
may be well for the sympathizers with re- j
beliion to know, that even in this free coun-
try, treason has its definition, as well as its I
punishment.

Wo propose to show, in flu's article, wh
treason is, and w hat acts bring a party with

tie definition of the same.

Tbo constitution defines treason again
the United States in the fallowing words:

"Treason against tlo United States, shs

consist only in levying war against them, <
in adiiciiug to their enemies, giving the

aid and comfort." ft then provides that "t

person shall bo convicted of treason utile
on the testimony of two witnesses to t!

same overt act, or on confession in ope
court."

The word "only" is used in the jonstiti
tion, for the purpose of limiting treasi
against the United States to the two chum
of cases therein specified, viz: levying wt

against the United States, or in adhering t
their enemies, giving them aid and com fori

This definition of treason, in the CoiiFtitr.
tion, was ii tended to work a change fior
treason in England, from which country th

whole groundwork of our jurisprudence wa
brought. In England there existed five di(

fereut species of treason, two of wjuch re

lated to the person and family of the King
and a third to the high officers of State.

The two other species of troason are ex-
actly the same as those defined in our con
stitution ; the King in England stand in tin
place of the government of the Unite<
States. These two species of treason art

thus defined :

"Ifa man do levy war against our lord
the King in his realm." "If a man head*
herent to the King's enemies in his realm,
giving to them aid and comfort in the realm,
or elsewhere."

It will he seen by comparing the defini-
tions of treason in England, with that in our
Constitution that thev are tne same. In
England as in the United States, each ol
these species of treason, must bo prove.! by
Home overt act.

The adjudications, therefore, In England,
defining the acta which constitute treason
arc of authority in the Courts of the United
States, especially such as were made before
our revolution.

Chief Justice niftckstc.no in the fourth
volume of his Commentaries, pnge 82, in
speaking of one of these species of treason
Sayß: 4 This must likewise ho proved by
Some overt act, as by giring them intelligence
?sending them provisions?by selling them
arms?by treacherously surrendering a for-
tress, or the like." The same learned author
then tells us, that by the term "enemies,"
iti tiie definition of treason, "are here under-1
stood the subjects of foreign powers, with

whom we are it open war."
And then as if to meet the identical case,

which ii.:s now occurred iu this country, and
which we have reason to believo is now daily
occurring all through this State, aud even in
our midst, be adds:

"And nnt indisputably, the same acts of
adherence or aid, which, when applied !o

foreign enemies, willconstitute treason under
this branch of the st.it ute, will, when affoided
to our own fellow-subjects in actual rebellion
at home, amount to high ticasou under the
description of ievjinj! war against the King."

So that it iiclearly setil.d by judicial de-
cision, that sending intelligence to citizens in
rebellion against their government ia equally
treason, ae l/scnt ta> a foreign enemy.

It ia the came. If the intelligence ia sent,

though it ia intercepted and never reach ita
destination. See Dr. Henacy'e cane, I Dur-
rough'a rr porta, 650.

And in the case of Wm. Stone, tried in
1793, it was late! that sending a paper to the

enemy, though it was alterwards intercepted,
containing advice not to invade England, if
sect with the intention of assisting their
council! in tliirconduct and in the prosecu-
tion of the war, was high treason. 8 Tern,
reports 627.

How much stronger would Ire a caae, in
which information was tent advising an in-
vasion by the etiemiee or rebels, end with a
view to tlie si .lighter or capture of loldiera
in the actor! service of tho government, for
the purpose of putting down rebels in arms.

Itwill he well fur the bearers of intelli-
gence to the rebels, to he cn their guard.

Beesuea the go rreorret ires been Vmjmrt, '

itdoes not follow that it willalways be so.

Forbearance towards those who come strict-

ly within the definition of traitors, has ceased
to bo a virtue. It nas emboldened them to

the further prosecution of their traitorous do-

signs. Henceforth the law trust be enforced.
cms.

The Path to Peace.

We need not repeat that every aspira-
tion of our hearts is a prayer for wise
and honorable peace, llut the recogni-

tion of the independence of the so-called

Confederate States is uot the path to

such a peace. The preservation of the

Union nud the Constitution in their full
integrity is the sole condition of a peace
worth having. The Lnion and the Con~
st ifultun must be preserved in their full
integrity. We must save tho Republic

The most sacred interests material and
moral of the wholo people summon us of

this generation to the vital work. We
must perform the work. The peace and
prosperity of the continent and the hopes

of the world demand it. Without the
salvation of the Republic there can be

no peace which ho who is at once a

statesman and a lover of his race can

deem worthy of pursuit or of desire.?

The destruction of tho Republic would

expel peace and all tho virtues and in-

terests and glories of peace from this

continent forever. It would extinguish
civilization and order in the Western
hemisphere. The republic must be
saved; its salvation is the path and the
only path to solid and cnduriDg peace.

The notiou that iu order to establish
| peace we ought to accept the dcstruct-

I ion of the Republic as u fact is among

jthe most shallow and shortsighted and
! ignoble that ever entered the brain of a

free citizen. It could scarcely enter the

Ibrain of a citizen who is cnligtencd and

unselfish as well as free. The notion is

a political and moral absurdity. Fume

and speculate as tho revolutionists may.
the American Union is a civil organism,
the growth of tine and event and tho
expression of the inexorable necessities

of the people, not a mere arbritrary ar-

rangement of indifferent or repugnant

Ielements; and every sensible American
of intelligence and reflection realizes this
commanding truth. We are one people

I by the irrepealablo ordiuance of nature

land of history. Rut in all organisms

j and in all structures approaching the

[quality of organisms the principle of u-

nity and tho principle of subordination
constitute the law of the harmony of tho
parts. The disolution of the Union
would act this law at defiance,and there-
by necessarily enthrone disorder from
one end of tho continent to the other.?
Such is the general explication of a

fact which every man of candor and of
thought feels instinctively to bo true.

A volume would be required to devcl-
ope this explieatiou adequately. We,
however, have said enough on the point
for our present purpose We intended
simply to touch upon the great incontro-

vertible fact itself. The notiuh of es-
tablishing peace by consenting to the
dismemberment of the Republic is the
most terrible nousense. It should be
promptly dismissed by every friend of
immunity who entertains the fatal vaga-

( ry. The selfishness and follyof one who
s cks to escape tho infliction of war by
soliciting Deuce on such terms would

prompt him if the house of his no gh'.i ir

should be on tire to attempt to stay the
hands of the firemen because the splash
of the engines was defacing his own
dwelling which nevertheless must burn
down if the advancing flumes should not
be quenched. Counsellors of 'his sort

do uot. befit the exigency. The nation
might afford to petision tliem for life on

the single condition of their silence.?
They are the John Hooks of the time,

running to and fro and crying ?Heeff beef!
heel!' for which or iis equivalent in their
own description of estate they would
fain exchange tho happiness and fame
of the present generation and tho liber-
tics ol posterity.

N'o, the true path to pence lies through
the preservation of tho Utiioti and the

Constitution in their lull integrity; and
the nation has resolved, and resolved
wise'y, to tread no other path. And
this resolution will not be reversed.?
Twenty millions of freemen stand ready
to make it good. Its triumphant exe-
cution is recorded in the book of fate.?
The Union and the Constitution will be
/reserved. The Republic will be saved
Those who aim at its destruction, war
against the decree of destiny. Why will
they wage a struggle so bootless and so
inglorious? Let the men amongst us,
who profess to yearn for peaeo and at

to peace. You must determine whether
you will seek the peace of your country

The course of events in Missouri, says the

I Philadelphia North American, has been one

of unbroken success for the cause of the U-
nion, thanks to the energy of a few men who
struck in time, and who thus saved what i
others of a slower sort would have allowed
to be lost. At length the convention called
some time since, as much in the hope of Hi-

king the State out of the Uui'n as anything

else, has put a triumph in arms by electing
a new executive complete, and setting the
government in operation again. Tno refu-
gee ex-Gvernor Jackson has learned by
this time something of the risks ho ran in
vacating his office and engaging in an at-

tempt to carry his State over to the rebel
confederacy. By meeting the exigency

promptly, the power of the Governor was
thoroughly overthrown within n week after
his refusal to assent to the rightful suprema-
cy of the United States, at the memorable!
conference ho held in St. L mis with the lea-

ders of the United States forces.
The gentlemen elected to tho offices of Gov-

ernor, Lieutenant Governor and Secretary of
State are well known, ami eminent fr nlrili- |
ty and responsible character. 11. R. Ganr- I
hie, the Governor, is ft conspicuous leader of
the former Whig and late Union party, a

resident of St. Louis, ami imhu"| with some
of the principles ivhieh will give great p*un-

pen ty to that city in the future. Willard
P. Hall, the new Lieutenant Governor, wne

memher of Congress from the western purl
of the Suto, no able an ! active mui in the
democratic party. Tne personnel of the

new governm nt is far better than that ol
the self-desposed one, and the people there
will bo thankful for the exchange. It repre-
sents the people better, also, and knows the
State's true interests better. It will be a re-
newal of the hopes and the life of that Slate
equal to half a ceutury of ordinary progress
to put this new government in actual a id
vigorous operation. The chief mistake ap-
pears to be that the term <f the new officer*
is limited to the first of November next, ac-
cording to the last accounts. It was first

I stated to he, or was so put <n the original
hill, that the new officers should hold author
ity until August 18b2, a length of term which

would iiavo made their power permanent,
and left nobody in fear of an upset of affar*
lef"re that time. We cannot now believe
that the people will vote to reverse this ac-
tion of the convention when they vote again
in NnvemWr, but the fear of a change will
unnerve too arms of many men in the p<i*i-
riona to which theso new functionaries have
been called.

Missouri is henceforth a State of the
great loyal Union?a State approximating
rapidly to the position of rem sylvania and
Ohio in the Union. Wo will not now say
how many other States might in the same
time and in the same way have been restored
to the Union, and have been saved a pro-
tracted and desolating war.
