'Chief handed to his warriors and it |
passed down the line. The Shawnee's j
pipe was then produced; it was large,
long, and profusely decorated with shell \
heads, a painted eagle, and porcupine;
quills, it was lighted frotu the fire in \
the center, and slowly passed from the j
big warrior along the line.

At this time not a word had been tit- j
tcred ; everything was as still as death, j
even the wind slept, and there was only i
the gentle fall of leaves. At length
Tecumseli spuke ; at first slowly and in |
sonorous tones, but. he soon grew itn- j
passioned, ami the words fell in ava-|
lunches from hie lips, his eyes burnt j
with superior lustre, and his whole j
frame trembled with emotion ; his voice j
resounded over the multitude, now sink-
ing in low and musical whispers, now
risiug to his highest key, hurling out [
his words like a succession of thunder- ]
bolts. His countenance varied with;
his speech ; its prevalent expression was
a sneer of hatred and defiance, some- i
times a murderous smile ; for a brief in-
terval a sentiment of profound sorrow |!

I have heard many great orators, but
[ never saw one with the vocal powers of
Tecuir.seh, or the same command over

the muscles of his face. Had I been
deaf, the piny of his countenance would
have told me what he said. Its effect
upon that wild, superstitious, untutored
and warlike assemblage may be conceiv-
ed ; not a word was said, but stern war-
riors, the "stoics of the wood," shook
with emotion, and a thousand tomahawks
were brandished iu the air. Kveu the
Rig Warrior who had been true to tlio
whites duriug tbe war, was, fur the mo-

nieut, visibly affected, and more than
once I saw his huge hand clutch spas-
modically the handle of his ktiife. All
this was the effect of his delivery, for
though the mother of Teeumseh was a
Creek, and he was familiar with the
language, he spoke in the Northern dia-
lect, and was afterwards interpreted by
an Indian linguist to the assembly.?
His speech has been reported, hut no
one lias or can do him justice. I think
£ can repeat the substance of what ho
said, and, indeed, his very words.

Useful Receipts.

GRAPH WINE.? Wino may.be made
from the Isabella grape on a small scale,
by picking the fruit in clear, dry wea-
ther, when perfect!// ripe, and after piok- .
ing out all the immature and unsound
berries, put them in a tiglst box or tub
and mush tlieni with a pestle or pounder,
baviti!! the lower end square. Reduce
the fruit in this manner to a fine mass,

but tin not brculc the seeds while pound-
ing. The ucxt process is the extraction
of the juice, which may be done by plac-
ing the mass in a coarse bag or sack,
ami submit it to pressure. If a cheese
or portable eider press is at band, make
use of it, otherwise place the bag be-
tween planks and lay stones on tbem.
When thejnicc ceases to run, remove

die pomace to a tub, and after breaking
the chocsc fine, sprinkle on a quantity
of clear, soft water, to dissolve and draw
out the remaining juice. When all the-
j11 it c is expressed?which is usually from
12 to 16 quarts per bushel of grapes?-

io each quart of the juice add half a
pouud of white granulated sugar, Btir-
ring and slinking it until the sugar i
completely dissolved. Put the liquor
into a cask, (clean of course,), which
should be full, in order that the impu-
rities may flow over by ferment-art ion at
the bucg. Some of the liquor sfcouldi

I be reserved in a pitcher or bottle, to fill
up as often as it sinks below the bung.
After it ferments eight or ten days, put

in the bung tight, and let it rest in a
cool, dry eellcr: there to remain until
March, wheu it should be rucked off
into a clean cask, well sweetened with a,

brimstone match burned within. As it
undergoes several changes the first year,
it is well to let it reinaim in that state

until late in the fall, when it should bo

To a gallon of ripo
tomatoes put four tablespoonfuls of salt,
four of ground black pepper, three ta-
blespoonfuls of ground mustard, half ft
tablespoonful of allspice-, half a- spoon-
ful of cloves, tlvres red peppers ground
fine ; simtner the whole slowly, with a *

pint of vinegar, three or four hours, then,
strain through a sieve, bottle and K*ls
tight. The catsup slionld be mailq in ft
(in or porcelain utensil, and the hkter in
the season it is made, the less liable it
will be to spoil. v
