by one Casper GlosstoLaviniasl. Bruce, bound-
ed and described as follows: Beginning at a
tree (a rod oak) tho same being the parcel ol
land sold nnd conveyed by John J. Hoffman,
Samuel M. Senimes and John 'l'. Edwards, to the j
said Casper Gloss by deed bearing date on the '
fifth day of lanuory, in the year eighteen hun- j
drod and fifty-three, itbeing also tho end of the ;
third line of tho land convoyed by Samuel
Hughes and wife to tho said Casper Gloss on the j
twenty-fourth day of Novewb.r, in the year j
eighteen hundred and forty-eight, and running '
thenceS. 07°, W. 9J perches, 8. 30°, E.II perch-
es, 8. 08°, E. 70 perches to a point on the South \
side of a hollow, and livefeet southwardly from !
a Chosnut Oak tree marked with four notches,
tiie end of the first line of the land convoyed by
William 0, Sprigg and wife to the said Casper
Gloss, then running down the hollow witli IBrown's land, 5.73)°, E. lOpenhes ton marked
white oak sapling, then N. ISJ". E. 'JO{ porches
to Col. Thruston'sroad and with it N'.oUj°> W.
17j perches, N. 711°, AV.22J perches, -\. 72:1°,

W. 17 porches to tho beginning ot the land con-
veyed by Samuel Hughes and wife to said Gloss
and tho end of the third lino of tho land convey-
ed by Hoffman, Edwards and Scinraos to said
Gloss, and running with the lines of tho last
named pieces of land N. 79°, W. 4 perches, N.

3£ perches, S. 33°, W. 71 perebos tu tho
place ef beginning, containing forty-seven acres
and twenty perehe6.

The buildings on which (ho work was done
and materials wore furnished are a front and hack
building connected together and a servants house
udjaeant, but not connected withthe main build-
ing.

Tho front building is thirty-eight feet front
by twenty-two feet deep (as described.) The
back building is twenty feet front, fronting on
a porcii attached thereto by sixteen feet deep.
Tho servants house is sixteen feet by twenty-one
feet. The front building is two stories high
Tho back building and servants house is each
ono story high. All are frame and built of wood
except the servants house, which is ehantee
style.

And whereas afterwards the said Jos Shuelc
by his petition in writing to the Circuit Court
lorAl'eganj county, represented and et forth
that there had been no sufficient designation of
the limits or boundaries of the lot or curtilage

one and one-third foot, in other respects the

occupy tho .laid buildings and lot or curtilage as
last above described, that they bo and appear
boforo tho Judge of tho Circuit Court for Alle-
gany county, to bo held at the Court House, in
tho city of Cumberland, on the socond Monday
of October next, to show, ifanything they know
or have to say, why the said sum of two hundred
and eighty-fivo dollars and thirty.one cents,
should not be levied on said buildiiigs and cur-
tilage for the uso of the said Joseph Shuck, ac-
cording to the form and effect of tho said Act
of Assombly in such case made and provided, if
to thorn it shall seem expedient, and have you
then and there this writ.
