Sheriff of their respective Counties as many
copies of such statement as there are Election
Districts in the Connty, at least ten days before
each general election, and the Sheriff shall,
within six days after the receipt of such copies,
set up one ol them at the place of holding

elections in each Election District, and the
Clerk to the County Commissioners and the
Sheriff, who shall fail to perform the duty im-
posed by this section, shall each loifeit the sum

of one hundred dollars."
