Fliscellaneons,
MILITARY SCIENCE:
THE OLD AND THE NEW.

The pretent system of tactics—thut
is, the rapid over the slow—is but a re-
{ turn to the old style of combat ; and we
find that as the change of fashion is but
a repetition of the old, so in military af-
fairs there is in the use of the bayonet
a return to the hand-to-hand conflict of
ancient days. It is quite strange to
note how the science of war bas been
controlled, and even shaped, by the no-
tions and prejudices of men. There
has not been a great mind in military
service for the last eighteen centuries
| who has not left his mark on his age.
{ Oue important fact has been established
by the expericnce of ages, whatever
may be the reaches of military science

will turn the scale.
tions to this rule are found in the cam-
paigus of Ceesar with the Gauls. For
instence, the ancient Athenians were
considered a match with the Persians
at one to ten; and at Marathon ten
thousand of the former routed one bhun-
dred thousand of the latter in a pitched
battle ; yet one Spartan, owing to bis
superiority of nerve and vigor, was equal
to six Athenians, as the latter in time
learned to their cost. In ancient days
a tolerable substitute for artillery was
found in chariots of war, which were as
fearful then as a battery would be at
present. Alexander the Great, carry-
ing out his father's system, got a new
idea in the famous Macedonian Phalanx$
This was a body of veterans, whose
march was in close column of wedge-
sbape, and whose charge at the close of
an action was irresistible. With thirty
thousand of such troops, aided by levies
among the conquered, Alexander sub-
dued one-half of Asia, and penetrated
to what is now British India. In three
battles the Persian Empire was destroy-
ed, and in one of these actions three
bundred thousand were said to have
been slain. After this era, the Phalanx
fell into disuse. The use of elephants,
80 common in [ndia, even to a late day,
never got in vogue in other nations.
Pyrrhus, the Epirote, in his invasion of

mishers, but regulars flung their jave-
lins, and then trusted to the well-nerved
arm and heavy sword.

The Romans, who affected the graces
but little, omitted the war-song and
saved their breath for the encounter—
like the Greek, the javelin { pilum) and
the broad sword were their main wea-
pons, while the buckler covered the
body In attacking walled towns, the
troops marched in close column, with
their shields over their heads, like the
shell of a tortoise. This protected them
while sapping the wall ~ How often does
one meet in Casar's commentaries, the
term ‘‘testudine facto.”

With the javelin and broad sword,
and with & complement of cavalry, Rome
conquered the largest part of the known
world. This seems worderful when one
realizes that all was done without the
discharge of a musket, or even the snap
of a percussion cap,—that never a breach
was made by siege guns, nor a town
‘shelled,” and that one of the most per-
plexing features of modern surgery was
not even dreamed of—we refer to your
shot wounds. The horrors of ancicnt
warfare transeend all estimate—gene-
rally no quarter was asked or given.
“Vue victis' became a Roman proverb.
Hence the amazing slaughter which ac-
companied the victories of Marius and

NUMBER 46:
Gen. McClellan’s War Horse “Hand-
some Dan.”

We find in Porter's Spirit of the
Times the following description of this
celebrated horse, formerly owned by
H. C. Creveling, of St. Louis, snd pre-
sented to Gen. McClellan by several
gentlemen of Cincinnati—reported to bp
worth over one thousand dollars. He
is o gelding, of & beautifully-dappled
mahogany-bay oolor, with three white
feet and a star, very heavy flowing black
mane and tail—the latter a regular
‘spout.” He is sixteen hands high, and
weighs, in ordinary flesh, 1,260 lbs.—~
He was sired by Gen. Jackson, dam of
Sir Archy and Messenger. He has a
fine, bony, intelligent head, delicately-
tapered ear, and a proud, beautifully-
arched neck, capital shoulders, very long
and muscular hams, whose symmetry
could not be improved were they carved
to order; his chest is broad and deep,
bis legs fine, flat, bony, with his hocks
and koees well down to his heels, and
his fetlocks almost to the grouund, with
a round, well-ribbed ‘barrel’ of tremen-
dous length, and loins and hips re~
warkable for strength and beauty. In-
deed, his fine points and evenly-ba'anced
proportions make him, in the fullest
sense of the term, a model horse, not
ouly for symmetry, but for speed and
stoutness. As a ficld-horse he has oo
superior, being very ‘topy’ when in sc-
tion, with a proud and nervous step,
his head as high as his rider's when
mounted, and his throat-latch and tips
of his fore feet almost on a perpendicu-
lar line when in repose.

He possesses many singular charao-
teristics common to no other one of his
species. For instance, he will not stamp
his feet to shake off a fly, if there were
a thousand on hiw, seeming to entertain
a feeling of contempt for all lesser ani-
mals ; and his confidence in, and affec-
tion for, the human species is such that
he will not, under any circumstances,
suffer his attention to be distracted from
his mazter by any minor object. To his
own species he pays na attention, passing
among them without deigning them the
slightest notice, not even when tuyrned
loose in the same yard or field. He will
follow his master up any flight of stairs,
or along any precipice where he can get
a foothold, relying on his master's judg-
ment for his safety ; he will stand any-
where he is left without constraint, and
is as brave as a lion, and as discreet as
a judge.

‘he is afraid of nothing.’ The proof of
it was in the faot that (beside all the
