BRUSH WITH REBEL GUNBOATS.

CAIRO, .Tan. 11.?This morning three
rebel boats from Columbus attacked our

gunboats, tbe Essex and St. Louis, ly-
ing off Fort Jefferson. A brisk engage-
ment ensued for a ebort. time, when the
rebels retreated, and our boats pursued
until they reached the batteries of the
enemy at Columbus. It is believed that

one of tbe rebel boats was disabled.

nmeng the rebel troops, in apprehension
of an attack bv tbe Federal forces. No
movement has been made by our troops
since yesterday.

It is said
that Coekerall has gone to l'rice's camp
with about 300 men.

DEFEAT OF A REBEL FORCE ON
SILVER CREEK

ST. LOUIS, Jan. 10. General Pnlmcr
telographs tj General Hallcok, from Ot-
terville, that on the Bth inst,, Majors
Pcrrcnoe anil Hubbard, with 450 troops,
attacked the notorious rebel Poindexter,
Trith fraro 1,000 to 1,300 men, on fc.ilvor
Creek, in Howard county, totally rout-
ing them, with u loss seven killed
