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Military Tactics, and Tactics or
i the Civilians.

As a people, wo suppose ourselves ac-
quainted with everything, and consequently
capable of forming correct conclusions on'
every subject. The assumption of universal
knowledge, is one of our characteristics;
whilst other nations arc content to study a

few things well and confess ignorance of the
balance. Since we have suddenly become
involved iu civil war, although having hut
little experience before iu military matters,
beyond a militia training, we have become
at once a nation of military strategists.
Even hoys think themselves capable of
planning a campaign, and criticising the
movements of our Generals.

The war looks like a small matter and the
rebellion seems capable of being crushed at
once with a single blow. Whilst our most

scientific generals are spending days and
nights in perfecting plans for (he army, there
are thousand? who have perfected plans of

their own without any extra thought or
trouble, flence we are impatient of delay,
and indulga in merciless criticism upon our
military leaders.

Gen. Scott was blamed for uot going "on
to Richmond," and when yielding to the

clamor, and the ruassacro of Hull's Run oc-
curred, he was blamed for making the at-

tempt. McClellan has nearly lost his place,
for delay, and notwithstanding almost unin-
terrupted successes have attended our army

since its general movement he receives but
little credit fur his vast and intiicate plans
from which these results flow. Almost blood- j
less victories have been attained, and yet the ]
strategy by which they have been accom- i
plished is uot appreciated. The thousand (
other plans concocted by civilians and editors i
are deemed better because they never have ]
been tried. It is the part of wisdom to wait t
until the great plan of the war is fully de-
veloped, beforo we pronounce judgment

ujujn it.
In minor details, there may liavo been

some failures and oven blunders, but the
grand programme of the war has been mdst

successful. Ifwe cast our eye over the map,
we see an immense military lino encroaching
slowly, but surely and powerfully, upon the
revolted territory. There is evidence of the
workihg of a master mind, which even the
Rebel Chieftains see and admire, and which
in the end will no doubt sustain our govern-
ment and spare the terrible slaughter that
must have otherwise ensued.

The Removal of the Hospitals.

Our Hospitals arc rapidly diminishing. A

number have already been emptied, and
rooms crowded but a few weeks ago, are
now vacant or nearly vacant. Tiro policy is
a good one, both for the soldiers themselves
and for our citizens ; as the dense part of a
city is the worst place for a hospital, espe-
cially during the warm weather. The winter
of the beginning of the year 18G2 will long
be remembered. Ilere hundreds stricken
down by disease in tho camp or in the ex-
posed campaign, havo languished far from
friends and home. Many a heart has beat
in sadness, gnd many a fevered brow throbbed
in pain. What longings for friends and
home havo been felt. Many have entered
the abodes of diseaso, only to be borne away
to the soldier's lonely burial. Our region
has not been the scene of a great batilo ; but
remembering tho sad scenes of the winter,
and seeing the desolation of actual war in
other places, our ardent prayer is for the
speedy return of peace, harmony and na-

tional unity.

This event, it is
said, has created the most intense delight
and sympathy in the upper crust of seecs-
siondom at Baltimore.

Suppose every
one should pattern ufter you, the town might
be half destroyed before the fire could be I
checked. We would like hereafter to see a
change iu our citizens, for no ono knows
how soon he may see his own property in
flames. This suggestion, wo hope, may
prove beneficial for the town and its citizens.

The Harrison Surrenders After a

lioinbardtnent of 3d Hours!
FOL'Jt HUNDRED PRISO NERS, FORTY-

SEVEN CANNON CAPTURED I

I McClellan has arrived from Port Royal,
which place she left on the afternoon of the

She brings full particulars of the bom-

i bardment and capture of Fort Pulaski, al-
ready announced by the Southern papers.

On the morning of the lOtli inst., Uen. I
, Gilmer sent a flag of truce to Fort Pulaski, i
demanding the unconditional surrender, to j

I whicli Col. Olmsted, the rebel commandant, ]
boastfully replied tiiat he was placed there -

| to defend, not to surrender, the fort, where- j
l upon our batteries immediately opened fire
i on Pulaski.

A few rounds shot away their flag, but itwas replaced. and the firing kept up till sun-
i set.

I Gen. Gilmer then placed a battery at
j tioat Point, only 1,000 yards from the fort,
to breach the walls, anil commenced firing

I at midnight for that purpose with his Parrott
and James guns.

j On the evening of the lltli two breaches
were discovered on the southeast face of the

I fort, which at noon had assumed huge pro-
j portions, aud about 2 o'clock the rebel flag
was hauled down and a white flag displayed,

I anil the fort unconditionally surrendered,
Col. Olmstead stating that it was impossible
to hold out longer, our rifled cauuon shots
reaching the magazine, and many of his
guns being disabled.

The glorious. Stars and Stripes has thus
been again restored to its old place above
the battlements of Fort Pulaski. The U-
nion loss in the engagement was only one
killed aud one slightly wounded.

The rebel loss is three badly wounded and
400 prisoners. The fort mounted forty-seven
guns, which falls into our hands. Large
quantities of ammuition were also taken,
and a good supply of provisions.

' NEW MARKET, YA., April 19.?T0-day I

have been to the bridges on the south fork
of the Shenandoah, in the Massanetta Valley,
