Whereas, by my proclamation of the
nineteeuth of April, one thousand eight
hur ired and sixty-one, it was declared that |

|

of Beaufort, in the State of North Carolina,

Port Royal, iu the State of South Carolina,

and New Orleans, in the State of Louisiana,

were, for reasons therein set forth, intended
to be placed under blockade; and, whereas, |
the said ports of Beaufort, Port Royal and

New Orleans have since been blockaded; but

as the blockade of the same ports may now

be safely relaxed with advantage to the in-
terests of commerce :

Now, therefore, be it known that I, Abra-
ham Lincoln, President of the United States,
pursuant to the authority in me vested by
the fifth section of the act of Congress, ap-
proved on the 13th of July last, entitled |
‘“An act furtber te provide for the collection
of duties on imports, and for other purposes,”
do hereby declare that the blockude of the
said ports of Beaufort, Port Royal, and New |
Orleans shall so far cease and determine,
from and after the first day of June next,
that commercial intercourse with those ports,
cxcept as to persons and things and inform-
ation contraband of war, may, from that
time, be carried on, subject to the laws of
the United States, and to the limitations
and in pursuance of the regulations which
are prescribed by the Secretary of the T'rea-
sury in his order of this date, which is ap-
pended to this Proclamation.

In witness hereof 1 have hereunto set my
hand and cause the seal of the United States
to be affixed.

the privates, Mr. Raymond gives the sub-
stance of a conversation with one of these
poer fellows :

“One of the Mississippi men, with whom
I talked, spoke in the highest terms of the
kindness he had experienced at the hands
of the Union surgeons, and said it was very
differont from what they had been taught to
expect,

“I asked him if any of their own sur-
geons had been to sce him. He said ore
had walked in the day before and looked at
him, but he bad done nothing for him; in.
decd, they said, they were only looking for
Southern officers. Of the men thoy took
very little notice, leaving them to the care
of the Northern surgeons, who mades, T was
glad to seo, no such distinction. Wherever
I went and talked with the rebel wounded, I
heard only one opinion expressed on this
subject. They all spoke in the most em.
phatic and unequivocal praise of the con-
duct of all our men, soldiers and surgeons,
