The Iron Fleet of France.

The following from the Paris corres-
pondent of the Londou Times, is an e-

numcration of the iron-cased ships which
the Minister of Marine has at his com-

mand, and which might proceed to sea

on the receipt of a dispatch from Paris:
Four frigates each nine hundred horse

power, carrying from thirty-four to forty
guns, with a crew of five hundred and
seventy men.

A corvette, with a crew of two hun-
dred and fifty men, carrying fourteen
guns; the corvette is one hundred and
fifty horse-power.

The iron-cased frigates Magenta and
Solferino might, if required, be prepar-
ed for sea within three months ; they
arc each of one hundred horse-power ;

they carry fifty-two guns, a nd a crew of
six hundred men.

The Prince Imperial, a frigate of o-

qual force, is not so fur advanced. It
iu not expected that site will bo ready
for sea before the end of the year.

There are likewise on tin stocks, in
the various ports of France, ten iron-
cascd frigates of one thousand horse-
power, eacli carrying thirty-eight guns
and a crew of five hundred nnd seventy
men, aud likewise six iron-cased cor-

vettes of one hundred and fifty horse-
power, carrying fourteen guns and two
hundred and fifty men In case of ne-

cessity all these might he formed into
line of battle,within eight months.

There is likewise the Plongour, whose
special quality is to sink an enemy's
suip, and which i 3 armed, for that pur-
pose, with a wrought iron spur.

And finally, there are sixty gunboats
coYerod with an iron mask. These
boats, which draw very little water, are

intended to cover a descent on an ene-

my's coast and to protect the French
coast.

"EFKKCTIVK FIRH OF THE FIRST MARY-

"iMnjor Petherbridge, commanding
t!io Battalion First Maryland Light Ar-
tillery, received orders from the Com-

i mnßder-iu-Chief on Thursday last, to

take a position with his six gut! J at lory
near New Bridge, on the Chicknhoniiny
river, which order was rospotided to
immediately, as the boys comprising the
First Maryland Artillery were anxious
to 'tako a chance.' Upon planting their
guns in proper position of defence, a

number of 'rebels' were noticed on the
opposite bank of the river. The Major
gave the command to open on them,
which caused the rebels to unmask four
butterios, from six to twenty-four pound-
ers, and for two and a half hours the
engagement was terrific. Upwards of
seven hundred shots were tired by the
First Maryland boys, witli telling ef-
fect, as was substantiated by a deserter
who came in the next day. The dc-

' sertcr also stated that five rebel Lieu,

tenants were killed, a large number of

privates, and a number of horses. Our
informant states that three of tbe Ma-
ryland boys were wounded, but he could
not give their names. Three of our
horses wore killed and several of the
wheels of our caissons were shattered
to pieces, but as far as he could learn
only three men were woundod, nono
killed. He further atate* that had the
firing of the rebels been as accurate,
or bad their shells bursted as ours did,
the loss on our side would havo been
heavy. He speaks of the behavior of
the Baltimore boys ss noble in the ex-
treme, as was acknowledged by several
regular army officers and by all the
spectators who witnessed the engage"
mcnt.
