A Historic Rattleficld-The Slege
‘ of Yorktown in 1781,

Mistory repcats atself, and, in the late
| siege before Yorktown, by Gen. Me-
| Clellan, we Lave on a wuch larger scale,
the repetition of the sicge of 1781.

| On the 28th of September, 1781,
{ Gen. Washington marched from Wil-
{ liamsburg, on the peninsula  between
| the James and York rivers, for the even’
then old Yorktown. He was accompa-
nied by Rochambeau, Chatellenx Du
Porteail of the French army. Lafay-
ette was already in advance, and the
Count De Grasse lay off with the French
fleet in Linhaven Bay. The allied ar-
my, including militia, amounted to about
16,000 men. The kKnglish army did
not number more than 7,500.

The wain body of the English, under
Lord Cornwallis, was encamped in the
coen ground around the town, within
the range of outer redoubts and field
works calculated to command the penin-
sula, while a detachment of 600 or 700
mon held Gloucester Point, projecting
from the opposite shore, far into the
river, and narrowing it to the space of
one mile. Communication between was
protected by the batteries and English
ships-of-war lying under the batteries.

These
captured works being now included in
the second patallel, the fire on the fort
became so fierce that surrender secemed
unavoidable. A vigorous sortie, led by
Lieut. Col. Abercrombie, was made on
the 16th of October, but was triumph-
antly repulsed, and Lord Cornwallis
then conceived the desperate plan of
passing his force over to Gloucester
Point, and thence, mounting them as
best he might by impressed horses—to
force his way through Maryland to
Philadelphia. A part of the army were
actually thus transferred, when a storm
arose, which put an end to the transpor-
tation of the rest of the army, and as
sion as possible those sent over were
brouglht back. Ou the morning of the
17th, the fire of the allies became so
hot that the place was no longer tena-
ble, and Lord Cornwallis asked a cessa-
tion of hostilities for twenty-four hours,
and the appointment of commissioners
to treat for surrender.

Tkey left Fredericksburg at 7 P. M.
on the 19th, and after a forced march
during the night made a descent at day-
light in the morning upon the Virginia
Central Railroad at Beaver Dam Creek,
twenty-five miles west of Hanover Junc-
tion,and thirty-five miles from Richmond
They destroyed the railroad and tele-
graph line for several miles, burned up
the depot,which contained forty thousond
vounds of musket ammunition, one hun-
drad barrels of flour and much other val-
uable property, and brought in the Cap-
tain in charge, as prisoner.

The whole country round was thrown
into a great state of alarm. One pri-
vate on our side was wounded. The
cavalry marched eighty miles in thirty
hours  The affair was most successful
and reflects high credit upon the ocom-
manding officer and his troops.
