FROM GENTPOPO ARMY.

Larse Numbers Deserting Jackson
The following advices havo been received 1

from Headquarters of General Sigol, Crook-
ed Hun, dated fire P. M., August 10:

Light prisoners were taken yesterday by
scouting parties from the First Virginia Ca-
valry, under command ot Majer Krops. The
prisoners confirm previous reports iu regard
to the precipitate retreat of Jackson. Jack-
son's men arc deserting him by hundreds, !

and prisoners say that deserters are moro uu- !
morons than forced enlistments.
Deserters and contrabands from the enemy's 1

lino last evening say Jackson is being rapid- j
Ivreinforced from Lichmoml, that the main j
body of his army is four miles this side of!
Gordousville, anticipating an advance of!
Pope.

The Rebel Gen. Hill dined with bis broth-
er, who rcsidos within half a milo of General
Higel's headquarters, last Sunday. He told
the family that Jackson had uot, at any one
time, more than 6,000 men in tho field, and
that they relied more upon the natural
strength of their position than upon their
uunibers in the fight. lie complained very

much of desertions from South Carolina and
Louisiana regiments, and called them pol.
trooiis. Two Louisiana regiments were at

one time upon tbe point of throwing down
their arms, but a section of their own artil-
lery was turned upon aud compelled them to

submit.
The enemy appeared in force upon the

south bunk of the Itapidan yesterday. This
morning at sunrise he drove in our pickets to

I witliiu half milo of General Sigel'ebeadquar-
; tcrs. Major Kreps, who oceupiea tho front,
mounted his battalion and advanced witli two
guns to meet the enemy. Although the on-

j eniy rrossed the Rapidau witli two regiments
of cavalry and advancen boldly, he fell back

! precipitately upon tho approach of Major
: Kreps. to the sovth hack of the Rapidan,

j whore he was supported by infantry and ar_

tillery. As Major Kreps approaehod tbe
: river the enemy opened artillery upon him
and held liira there. Both parties remain

j facing each other, and it is thought that the

I passage of tho Rapidan will be obstinately
, contested. In (he skirmishing we lost ono

: lieutenant and five privates of tho First Vir-
' giuia Cavalry.

We havo received tho following advices
from the headquarters of General Pope, near

Cedar Mountain. A scouut, sent by General
: Banks, who returned this morning from Rich-

j uiond via Gordonsville, reports that Jackson
is betvvseu Gordonsville and Orange Court
House with his army, and that 30,000 addi-

j tioual troops are at Gordousville. The Rebel
j force engaged, according to their own ac-

count, was 27,000.
| General Banks is rapidly recovering. He

i was able to walk about tho grounds of his
1 house to-day, aud to write. He will bo in
the field in a few days. His troops have
greater confidence iu hiin than ever.

The general health of his troops is excel-
lent, and the wounded are doing well.

This afternoon General Sigel, who com-

} niands the advance, reports that a large body
lof men under Ewell showed themselves on

the high bank of tbe Rapidan this morning,
ami were apparently preparing to cross, but
were ciscon raged by the appearance of the
forte: ready to receive them. arid vithdre'v

. without making the attempt.

TIIK ATTACK OF THE REBELS ON
BATON ROUGE.

The Eucmy Defeated and Driven oif
with Great Slaughter.

| General Williams, who was killed, behaved
| like a hero, and Capt. Nim's men are entitled
I to imperishable glory.

j The loss of the enemy must have been se-

I vere, as our men charged and rocharged upon
: tliein. We hnvo taken three guns,

i Another account says ihe strength of the
j Rebel troops is variously estimated at from
a,OOO to 16,000, under Generals Lovell an,]
Breckenridge. The combat was obstinate.

Our loss is 260 killed and wounded, inclu-
ding a large proportion of officers. The rebel
loss, according to the statement of the pris-
oners taken, was immense. Among the killed
of the Rebels, the name of General Lovell is \
reported.

The ram Arkansas was just above Baton 1
Rouge, but dared not take part in the combat. ]

Later'accountS state that the Arkansas was :
aground above Baton liougc, when the Fed- '
oral steamer Essex nnd other gunboats went j
( o her and set her on fire, and she blow up. ]

The transport steamer Lewis Whitman ran ;

into the gunboat Oneida, fifty miles abov o \u25a0
Now Orleans, on the night of the oth, and J
tho transport sunk. She has on hoard the
body of General Williams, with an escort of I
six of his body-guard; also, forty-two of our j
own and three Rebel wounded. The body
of General Williams was recovered, and thir- j
ty-eight wounded soldiers aud three of the j
body-guard were saved.

The official report of Colonel Oahill, com-
manding tho post after the death of General !
Williams, states that the Rebel force was a- i
bout ten regiments, nnd that after a fight o 1
great severity, the enemy were repulsed.? j
General Williams was killed by a title bat' !
through the chest. During the battle our for-
ces were at one time obliged to retiro abou l j
a quarter of a mile from tbeir original posi-
tion, and the enemy was thus tilde tempora-
rily to occupy 'lie camps of the Twenty-first
Indiana,theSeventh Vermontand Fourteenth
Maine Regiments, and to destroy much of the \u25a0
kaggage and camp equipage. Tlmy werei !
however, driven out, but our number being !
much lessened by sickness, and the men iu
the field being much exhausted by fatigue and
heat, it was deemed expedient not to pursue
the enemy, who had retired several miles, '
and is still retiring.

I am expecting that it is possible they may

receive reinforcements, and am disposing of
my troops in the strongest positions.

Our force engaged numbered less than
600. The ouerny had at least 6,000 men, 1
with twelve or fourteon field pieces, and some ;
cavalry.

The Rebel rani Arkansas approaehod with i
the intention of engaging our gnugoals, hut
grounded at a distance of six miles. To-dityf ;
fill instant, she was engaged by tho Essex, '
and destroyed by that steamer.

Brigadier General Clark ami hisaide, Lieu-
tenant Zerger, delivered themselves tip to us
as prisoners of war. 1 have also seventy
wounded prisoners and about thirty captured

Breckinridge, on the (itli,asked permission
in writing to bury his dead. Colonel Caliill
repliod that our men were engaged in the
work, which wculd soon lie accomplished.

Passengers from Baton Rouge state that
our loss was 70 killed and 215 wounded.

General Williams had three horses shot
under him and was finally killed whilst ral"
lying the Twenty-first Indiana Rcgimeut,
who had just lost a field piece. The gun was

retaken, but General Williams fell pierced
by several bullets.

General Butler issued a general order an-
nouncing in eloquent language the death of
General Williams, lie also issued a congrat-
ulatory order to tlie troops on their successful
engagement, in which he says:

"Tho enemy lost three Brsgadiers iu killed
wounded and prisoners; many Colonels and
field officers, and moro than 1,000 in killed
aud wounded. You have captured three pie-
ces of artillery, six caissons, two stands of
colors, and a large number of prisoners."

A letter from Raton Rouge states that tbe

fight bctweon tbe gunboats Essex and Arkan-
sas was a fair stand-up fight. Tlie former
lay three hundred yards distant, pouring sol-

id nino-inch shot into the Arkansas till a

broach was made and she exploded. On
breaching her and setting her on fire, the
Rebel crow left and she soon exploded.

Tho funeral of General Williams occurred
at New Orleans on tho Bth instant and was

very impressive. The body was brought on

by the North Star.
It is most likely that the General Lovell

rcporeed killed is Colonel Lovell, not the
Major General, who is understood to be at

Richmond.

WASHINGTON, August 16.? A dispatch

A steamer
will leave Fortress Monroe to-morrow
for Aiken's Landing to bring away one
hundred and thirty officers that have bech
confine in Richmond.
