General McClellan.

That our enemies can cud do appreci-
ate the skill and generalship of McClol-
lan, we introduce tho testimony of tho

Richmond Examiner. This high com-

pliment to General McClellan will, we

hope, receive the attention of Governors
Andrew and Sprague, and all thoso who
would nttempt to dim the lustre of the

gallant leader of our armies. Wo givo
this portion of the article ontiie;

" Ono thing only remains to bo ex-

plained. It is the determination and

vigor of McC'lollan's attack on Wednes-

day. 11 is admitted on all sides that tho
batt.lo ou Wednesday was one of the most
sternly contested of this war ; and it has

been seen with surprise lhat tho Federal

troops were capable of making such an
effort. Tho troops under McClcllan were

the veterans of the Federal force. Tho
army that fought Lee was a consolida-

Some

new regiments were probably intermixed,
hut they were lew.

" Those troops had boon broken by

the battles of the Chiekahominy; they
had been completely demoralized by tho

mcuagetncnt of Pope, and by tho tre-

mendous beating lately received at Ma-

nassas. It is a matter of surprise that

they were capable of an attack so pcrso-

vering and determined as that which

they mado on Leo last Mcdncsday, and

it can only bo explained on the supposi-
tion that General McClcllan retained tho

confidence of tho Federal troops in a do-

gree with which no other Federal cotn-

tnaudcr could compare. But if, as wo

now believe with much more assuranco

that on yesterday, this last desperate ef-

fort to retrieve fortuno and bar tho door

to the invasion resulted in sanguinary
rcpulso, if not an absolute rout, it is easy

to see that a retreat into Virginia by tho

whole of General Leo's army would bo

an extraordinary and incomprehensible
consequence."

| Tho loss of tho rebels at South Mount-
' ain cannot be ascertained with accuracy,

! hut as our troops continually drove them
' from the commencement of the action,

1 and as a much groatcr number of their

dead wero seen on the field than of our

I own men, it is not unroasonahlo to sup-

| pose that their loss was greater than ours,

i Estimating their killed at 500, the to-

tal rebel killed in tho two battles would

;bo 4,000. According to the rates of our

; own killed and wounded this would make
! their loss iu wounded 18,742.

As nearly as can bo ascertained at this
time, tho number of prisoners taken by
our troops in the two hattleb will, at the

lowest estimate, amount to 5,000. The

full returns will no doubt show a larger
number. Of tbcao, about 1,200 arc

wounded. Tbis gives the rebel loss in
killed, wounded, and prisoners, 25,542.

It will bo observed that this does not

includo their stragglers, tho uumber of

whom it is said, by citizens hero, to be

largo. Itmay ho safely concluded, there-
fore, that the rebel army lost, at least,

30,000 of their best troops during their
campaign in Maryland.

From the time our troops first encoun-
tered tho enemy in Marjland, until he

was driven back into Virginia, we cap-
tured 12 guns, 7 caissons, 9 limber, 39

Btand of colors, and 7 signal flags.
Wo have not lost a gun or colors. On

the battle field of Antictam 14,000 small

arms were colleotcd, besides the lurgc
number carried off by citizens, and those

distributed on the ground to tho recruits

and other unarmed men.
After the battla of South Mountain no

collection of small arms was made, owing
to the haste of the pursuit from that

point; 400 were taken on tho opposite
side of tho Potomao.

Executive Order.

EXECUTIVE DEPAHTMBNT,
ANNAPOLIS, Md., Sept. 29, 1862.

The expulsiou of the rebel army from

tho soil of Maryland should not bo suf-
fered to pass without a proper acknowl-
edgment and cordial thanks of her au-

thorities to those who were chiefly instru-
mental in compelling that evacuation.

1 would tender, therefore, on behalf of

the State of Maryland, to Major General
McClcllun, and gallant officers and men
under his command, my earnest and
hearty tliauks lor the distinguished cour-
age, skill, and gallantry with which tffat
achievement was accomplished. It re-

flects a lustre on the ability of the coin-

inandcr-in-chief and tho heroism and ou-

duranco of his followers that tho coun-

try everywhere recognizes, and that even

our enemies are constrained to acknowl-
edge. To Governor Curtin, of l'unusyl-
vuuia, and the militia of his State, who
rallied with such alacrity at the first

symptoms of an invasion. Our wannest

thanks are also duo to the readiness with
which they crossed the border and took
their stand beside the Maryland Brigade,
shows fhat that border is iu all respects
but an ideal line, and that in such a

causo us now unites us, Pennsylvania
and Maryland aro but one. I cannot
forbear to notice in this connection the
conduct of our own regiments that took
part in the recent battles. All reports
concur in representing their gallantry as

all their State could desire. The num-

bers of their killed and wounded, and
their torn and tattered standards bear
witness to the position thoy occupied iu
the field.
