[f\' compliance wi t‘)n provision of Sectior
9 of Art 28 of the Code of I'ublic
Gieneral Laws of Maryland, the following
statement of the levy for 1862, to rieet the
ulrrc'n. expenses of the C .n-nty for that year,
is herewith submitted and published by the
direction of the County Commissioners of
Allegany County :
The whole levy amounts to the aggregate
sum of 835,754.906, for the payment of which
forty cents in ench hundred dollars, upon the
sscssed property in said County, were levied,
which assessment amounts to $8,938,740 fur
the present year, exceeding thnt of the last
Th essment stands at o
. at any previous time
nent of 1852, This
s resilt of much pains and
labor on lhu part of the Commissioners, in
putting upon the County books property and
persons heretofore unassessed. It is proper
to state that 000 of the above was re-
turned by tho late Collector. It will be seen
that a State and County tax of $2,429 will
be thus secured not before realized,

The per centage for 1862 exceeds that of
the previous year six cents in the hundred
dollars for the County tax. This increase is
owing to the insuflicient levies of 1861, and
particularly those for the roads, which in
connection with several freshets within the
last nine months have rendered cxtr:mrdimrv
levies for that purpose absolutely neces:
I'lie amount appropriated at the latc mn
for the roads amonuts to $7,480; for 1861 it
was only $2,847; 81,500 were lnvml for the
use of the City of Cnmberland in accordance
with a long established nusage, but this levy
vithheld from the city for the last year
or two, Ilad tho latter levy been refused,
