The Mktropautan Railroad Bill.?
The Metropolitan Railroad bill reported in
the House of Representatives on Friday pro-
vides for four roads ?one from Washington

to Point ofRocks direct; one from Poiut of
Rocks to llagerstoivn; one from Washington

to Lewes, in Delaware, intended to be part

of the air line to New York; one from Cum-

berland to Connellsville. Tho first is to he

built by tho Metropolitan Company, whose

bonds, to be secured by first mortgages, are

to be guarranteed by government, as provi-
ded in the bill. Tho second is to be built
by the corporation of Washington, which is

to guarrantee the bonds of the road.
