An Ordinance.

An ordinance Supplementary to Ordinance No,
14, entitled an Ordinance (o establish a Doard
of Health, §ec.

Section 1. Be it enacted and ordained by the
Mayor and Councilmen of the City of Cumber-
land, That it shall not be lawful for any Ca-
nal Boat, or other Boat having en it any case
or cases of Small Pox, or any of its modifica-
tions, to be or remain within the corporate lim-
its of said City, unmtil such diserse or diseases
shall have entirely disappeared from such Boat
or Craft, and said bouat or craft bave under-
gone proper disinfection and purification, un-
der & penalty of not less than ten, nor more
than fifty dallars fer each day such boat shall
remain within the corporate limits of the city.

Section 2. Be it enacted, That it shall be the
duty of the Cuptain, Owner, or Consignee of
any boat or any other craft, on which such
disease may appear, to give immediate notice
thereof to the Bailiff, of the existence of such
digease, and the name and location of such boat
or boats; any Captain, owner, or comsignee,
who shall fail to do so shall forfeit and pay &
fine not less than five, nor more than twenty
dollars for esch and every day of such neglect

Section 3. Beit enacted, That it shall be
the duty of the Physicians or other persons
baviog charge of any ease or cases of Small
Pox, or its modifications, to report the same
to the Bailiff, with its location and nature.
immediately after having knowledge of such
case, under a penalty of mot less than five nor
more than twenty dollars for each and every
day of such neglect or failure to give notice.

Section 4. Be it enacted, That the fines or
penalties prescribed in this Ordinance, shall
be recovered as all other fines and penalties
are recoverable, and the peualties for violation
of the first and second sections, may be re-
covered from the Captain, Owner, or Conm-
signee, at the discretion of the Bailiff.

Section 5. Be it enacted, That this Ordinance
shall take effect and be in force om and from
the date of its passage.
