The Financial Measures of the
Government.

WASHINGTON, Pub. 15. ?Mneh specula-
tion is based on (be supposed views of the
Secretary of the Treasury, and these are dif-
ferently represented, according to the vnriouy,
degrees of information or bias, but the fol-
lowing statenisnt, the result of inquiry, is
designed, to remove all doubt whatsoever
Upon the s'rt'ojeet. The Secretary regards
the pftssnge of the uniform currency and
bank bill as absolutely essentinl to the suc-

cessful working of the finances.
It is not (rue that he dots expect immedi-

ate aid from the banking bill, though it is
true, asstated in his report, that he does not
expect immediate and great direct aid from
it. He does, however, expect great and im-
mediate, though indirect, aid from the rise in
value of United States bonds, consequent on
their being made the permanent basis for a
national currency, which rise will enable him
to negotiate bonds without an additional in-
flation of the currency, and that through
these negotiations the means may be provi-
ded for all public dernauds promptly,while at
the same time a check will be placed on the
fictitious advance in prices of necessaries and
of gold.

He therefore regards the banking bill as
virtually necessary to the support of the
Government; and, as a consequence, to the
most successful prosecution of the war,
while lie believes tiiat its merits, as a meas-
ure for tho introduction of a safe, stable cur-
rency. uniform iu plan and value throughout
the country; ould require its adoption for
the protection of labor, the security of com-
merce, and the perpetuatiou of the Union.
In the absence of tho exigencies created in
the war, the banking bill winch has passed
the Senate; and the loan bill, as amended
and passed by that body, do not precisely
represent the views of the Secretary; but he
lias always been ready to yield his judge-
ment to that of the Finance Committees of
the two Houses in questions not regarded by
hint as vital; and when unable to yield on
such points, he submits if overruled.

The two bills as they have gone to the
House are regardod by him as embodying a
scheme of finance which could practically
and successfully be applied, but each meas-
ure is necessary to the success of the other,
and both therefore as really constituting on-
ly one. Should tho Banking hill tail he
does not think the Loan bill could be worked
out to successful lcsults, but that the only
practical cause will then be to increase, in-
definitely the issue of legal tender notes or
to make loans by receiving the issues of sus-
pended banks, increased almost indefinitely.
Either of these causes, bo is of the opinion,
will result disasterously to public and pri-
vate interests.

THE AMERICAN FLAG TORN DOWN?Ar-
rest ifa Methotist Minister. ?Wn clip the
following frotn the Baltimore Clipper of Mon-
day last:

The building on Ross street, near Fiddle,
formerly occupied by the Mount Vernon Hook
and Ladder Company, has been used for
some time past as a place of worship for
certain persons who have separated from the
Methodist Church proper, on account of the
prevailing Uniou sentiment of tho latter
body. Yesterday morning, on assembling
as usual, they were somewhat disconcerted
by seeing a large American flag suspended
from the front of the building. Many of
them immediately left the church, but oth-
ers remained. About eleven o'clock the
Rev. .John 11. Pnshiel, who had been ap-
pointed to preach the morning sermon en-
tered the room, and proceeded to tho front
window, kicked out two panes of glasi, and
reaching out his arm through the broken
window, pulled down the flag by breaking
the staff off close to the window, lie then
left the building and the congregation dis-
persed. Those facts being reported to Gen.
Schenck, an order was issued for the arrest

of Dashicl, and ho was accordingly taken
into custody about four o'clock yesterday af-
ternoon, by Lieut.

WASHINGTON NEWS.
SYNOPSIS OF THE NATIONAL CDIITSNCY BILL.

The National Cuyrency bill, which
passed the Ssuato Thursday, provides
for thg establishment of a bureau in the
l'reasury Department which is to have
charge of the currency It provides for
the appointment of a comptroller, speci-
fies his duty, and making the necessary
regulations for the government of his
office. It creates banking associations,
to be organized as corporate bodies, with
not less than five persons constituting
the association in any case; shows bow they
are to be orgauized nod governed, pro-
vides the proper safeguards and restric-
tions, etc. These iustitutionsmay pur-
chase, hold and dispose of real estate.?
lleforo any institution can commence
business, it must transfer to the Treasu-
ry of the United S'lates bonds of not less
than one-third of the amount of the cap-
ital stock paid in. tin complying willi
those conditions the institution will be
entitled to receive from the comptroller
bills of different denominations in amount
equal to the capital stock already paid
in.

The amount of these circulating notes
arc not to exceed $300,000,000, and
are to be distributed throughout the
States, Territories and District of Colum-
bia upon the basis of representative
population. The Comptroller under the
direction of the Treasurer, is to provide
plates, engravings, etc for making these
bills or notes. These uotes are to be
held at par throughout the United States.
A tax of one per centum is to be paid by
these banks to the Government semi-an-
nually. in July and January. The bank
officers are to make regular and accurate
returns of their transactions to the prop-
er authorities. No notes but such as
are provided for in this bill will bo al-
lowed to be put into circulation by those j
banks. The bill further provides rules
for the government of these institutions ]
iu detail, au i at much length, affixing
certain peuaities for any violations ol
law, such as the public safety demands.
The bill contains some sixty.three sevt-
tions.

TIIK FRAUDULENT FLOYD ACCEPTANCES.
The discharge of the Judiciary Com-

mittee by the House to day, from further
consideration of the memorial of Messrs
Piere Si Bacon, iu the matter of the
Floyd acceptances, leaves the opinion of
the Attorney General to the effect that
the Government is not liable upon these
acceptances unimpcacbed.

STRENGTHENING THE AUMT.

ft is rumored in military circles that
a plan will he adopted to increase the
regular army and key up the esprit du
a.rps of the volunteer service by a law
authorizing commanding Gcneruls to
transfer entire volunteer regiments to
the regular service in reward of bravery
on the battle-fields. It is said that a
olausc will ho inserted in the act, exclu-
ding from this transfer officers of the
regiment absent from fights. In all in-
cidents of the service, even to confirma-
tion by the Senate, tho volunteer regi-
ments thuse selected will instantly be-
ootue regulars.

CABSIUS M CLAY GOING TO RUSSIA.
Cassius M Clay has finally determined

to abandon his Major General's commis-
sion and return to Russia. Ho will
probably start in a short time, and will
at once relieve Bayard Taylor, who has
beeu Acting Minister since Mr. Came-
ron's departure. Mr. Taylor will uot

remain aB Secretary of Legation after
Mr. Clay's arrival.
NO DISAGREEMENT WITH TIIE FRENCH MIN-

ISTER.
The reports of any issuo of veracity,

or of any disagreement whatever, be-
tween Secretary Seward and M. Mercier,
are utterly without foundation. The
faet that they dined together ou Thurs-
day, and held intercourse, both official
aud personal, of the most amiable char-
acter, ought to refute the story of a sus-
pension of diplo inatic intercourse. This
whole thing is a fabrication. Count
Mercier has never taken the slightest
exception to any of Mr. Seward's state-

ments.
THE TOBACCO AND LIQUOR TAX.

There is good reason to believe that
the Committe of Ways and Means do
not intend to place so great a tax on to-
caeoo and liquors as has been represen-
ted.

in those of the infamous tyrants who have
rebelled against the Union, and now oppress
the people of tho Southern States. We find
it among the editorial articles jn the Journal
for February 9th,

What is to ha thought of those citizens,
editors, and others, who, pretending to be
for the Union, send up ceaseless howls over
every military arrest in tho United States,
yet are never heard to breathe a murmur
over the thousands and thousands of arbitra-
ry arrests, imprisonments, confiscations,
whippings, hangings, constantly going on in
the Rebel Confederacy? If they have the
liberty of breathing the free air of heaven,
have they not more liberty than they perso-
nallydeserve?

'Our Federal Administration in its worst
features, which have certainly been atro-
cious, has been almost a miracle of constitu-
tional and legal freedom in comparison with
the Government to which the Rebels and
Rebel sympathizers among lis would force
us to succumb.

The Montauk's First Engagement

A correspondent of the Providcnoe
Journal, on board the iron clad Mon-
tauk, under date of January 28, gives
the following minute and interesting de-
tails of the first engagement of Montauk
with Fort McAllister.

We havft opened nur ports, and made
the first practical application of 15-inch
shot and shell upon one of the strong-
holds of Secessia The officers and men

were already at quarters, and in ten
miDUtee, a shell was sent from our 11-
ineh gun, which fell a little short; an-

other was tried, which struck the batte-
ry, and then a shell was sent from the
15-inch gun, striking apparently on the

top of the parapet, and bursting with a
tremendous explosion, filling the air
with dirt and dust.

Instantly they replied from tho batte-
ry with 10-inch shot from their pot gun
a columbiad, striking fair in the centre
of the turret; and making an impression
about as large and deep as a common

saucer. We fired at intervals of six or

seven minutes, alternately from the 11
and 15-inch guns, for an hour, when
the leugth of the intervals was increasod
to ten or twelve minutes. It was no-
ticeable that they fired from the batte-
ries immediately after the discharge of
our own guns, evidently intending to
send a shot into one of our por's. Af-
ter firing our guns the turret was im
mediately turned aside, and the guns

reloaded.
They replied from the battery briskly

and with wonderful precision, making
splendid shots, remembering thai our

steamer presents but little surface for n
mark, and sent nearly every shot within
twenty or thirty feet of us, throwing
floods of water upon the turret and
deck

They fired rapi Uy for an hour ami
three quarters, when their firing began
to siack, and became irregular, and

froiu only two guns; and as we know
tbev had been using eight, guns, we

came to the very reasonable conclusion
that six of them were disabled, and
though we could see tliem dismounted.

We steamed down to our anchorage
of the morning and made fast. The
steamtug with us left immediately for
Port Royal after shell and fuses, and is
expected back this noon, when we shall
try to finish the work we have begun.
Our steamer was struck thirteen times,
four times on the turret (once exactly
between the ports), once on the smoke-
stack, and the ret on the deck, where
indentation have been ma le in til-.' deck
plates two or three inches wide and deep
and twelve or fourteen inches long

A spar' to which our boat was fasten-*
cd, had one end shut away, a long 82
pounder entered one of the hosts and re-

mained there, and one of our colors was

riddled with exploded shell, lint no harm
has resulted to the steamer or men, the
latter eating or attending to their du-
ties as elainily and quietly as though 8
and 10-ineb shot and shell were not

whistling by less than ten feet over their
beads. The turret aud guns worked ad-
mirably, The smoke occasion ed by tho
firing was immediately taken away by'tbe
blowers, and the steamer constantly
supplied with fresh air by tbe same

means.
The firing produced no unploasant

sensation in the turret, and the shot
strikiug on the outside would not be
perceivod were it not for the sound. ?

The llebls fought well- and their works
were extensive and strong. That which
we have called a battery they call a fort
?Fort McAllister?after Col. McAllis-
ter who eoinmands it, and upon whose
plantation it is located- It is a formi-
dable work, too, more capable of mak-
ing a detet mined resistance thuu any I
have ever seen. This is tho testimony
also of all the other officer.

Mr. B. S. Osbon, of New York, who is
with us, and has been engaged in eigh-
teen fights, says it is the most exten-
sive work of the kind hrf ever saw.

The fort was commensod beforo the
war began, and for three months they
have beeu working on it continually,
until it is immensely strong, each gun
protected on either side by large banks
or casements tweuty-fi'e feet thick.

It has also what they call rat holes
for the men to run in when they see our
shells coming. This we could see

them do. But wo shall take it. The
steam 'ug has arrived from Port Royal
with more shell, and we are going at it

again- The Nashville is lying ten miles
above the l'ort and they arc building a

battery to protect her.

The traffic in contraband
articles is not confined to the regularly
appointed sutlers, only a portion of
whom are belived to have been guilty of
these violations, but many others not
having permits to trade in tho linss of
the army. Large seizures of contraband
goods have receutly been made and dis-
tributed for hospital use. Tho offenders
hereafter will be summarily punished*

Fonr Reasons for Making Paper
Dntj Free.

Wo submit to Congress the following
four reasons why it should at once de-
clare paper duty free:

First ?Tho combination of paper
makers lo raise the price of this necessa-
ry article has already deprived a great
many of the poor people of their daily
newspaper. This is an iujury to thoui
and to the country, but it puts money
iuto tho pookot of a few wealthy paper
manufacturers:

Second ?School boohs have already
advanced twenty-five per cent. Of
Webster's spelling books over a million
a year are sold; the price has been rais-
ed recently from sixty-five to ninety
cents; nil gebro' books have gone up in
proportion. T iis tikes money out of the
pocket of every father and mother in
the land?to enrich a few already weal-
thy paper manufacturers.

Third?The Secretary of the Treasu-
ry reports, officially, to the Senate, that
in his opinion, "the reluction of the
duty on printing paper would not lessen
the revenue from that source, hut would
tend largely to inereas it,' Thus it scetn

the present duty on paper actually de-
prives the country of revenue, that a few
wealthy paper manufacturers may retaiu
a monopoly of a necessary article of
consumption It is the highest duty of
Congress to protect the peoplo against
such injustice.

Fourth - Mr John D. Defrees,Super-
intendent of Public Printing at Washing-
ton, reports, officially, that to take the
duty off paper will save the Government
§IOO,OOO per annum. This sum now
goes into the pocket of the paper monop-
olists. if Congress takes off the duty
it will go into the pockets of the peo-
ple-
