A PROCLAMATION.
Whereas, The Senate of the United '

States, devoutly recognizing the Supreme
Authority uud just Government of Al- i
mighty God, iu all the affairs of uieu

<id nations, has by a resolution request-
ed the President to designate arid set j
ayart a day for National prayer and hu-
miliation.

And Whereas, It 5s the duty of na- I
lions, as w'ell as of men, to own their i
dependence upou t lie overruling power
of God, to confess their sins and trans-

gressions, in humble sorrow, yet witli !
assured hope that genuino repentance 1
will lead to mercy and pardon, and to j
recognize the sublime truth, announced
in the Holy Scriptures aud proven by all '
history, that those nations only aro blcs- ,
sed whose God is the Lord.

And, insomuch as we know that, by
His divine law, nations like individuals,
are subjected to punishments and chas-
tisements in this world may we not, just-
ly fear that the awful calamity of civil
war, which now desolates the land, may
he but a pnnishmcnt inflicted upon us :

NHOIIO EXCLUSION PROM PENNSYLVA-
NIA.?The House of Representatives of
Pennsylvania Ou Wednesday week last,
took up and passed the bill which pro-
vides fot preventing the imigration iuto
that State of negroes aud mulattoes.?-
The first section of the bill provides that,
from and after the passage of this not,
it shall uot be lawful for any negro or

mulatto to cmue into this State from any
other State or Territory with the inten-
tion of making it their temporary or
permauent plaoe of'residence, and any
negro or mulatto so offending Bhall be
fined in a sum uot exoeeding twenty
dollars, and be immediately removed be-
yond the State. T'hie section passed by
a vote of yoaa 50, nays 41. The secoud
section imposes a penalty on persons
carrying negroes into the State. Upon
this there appears to have been no di-
viafon.
