latest War News.
Fitzhugli Lee's Cavalry Routed.

We arc indebted to the \\ heeiing /n-

--ttlliyettcer of the 20th inst, for the fol-

lowing news :

Cavalry Fight The Rebels driven
fron the Feld.

NEW YORK, June 19. The Heralds
Washington dispatch the 18th says .

Yesterday at 3 o'clock, our cavalry, con-

sisting of one division, met Gen. Fitz-

btigh Lee's division of cavalry aud a

battery of artillery, about 1 mile beyond

Aldie, towards T'niontown.
Some of Gen. Lee's men who had gone

forward to have their horses shod at a

blacksmith shop, saw our cavalry com-

ing, and returned to their friends with

the information

Capt. Boston, of the Sill Virginia re-

bel cavalry, and Capt White, with a

command of 30 men. were despatched to

act as sharpshooters, with orders to hold

their positiou at all hazards; but not

receiving support, when our men charg-
ed they were obliged to surrender at dis-

cretion A little behind thein was the

sth Virginia cavalry, tinder comma nd of

Col. T. T. ltoser. Our troops charged
on this regiment ; also on the 3d Vir-

| ginia rebel cavalry. A hand to hand

J encounter ensued, during which we tooiv

a good many prisoners. !1 ho order was

1 then given lor the rebels to right nbout

and fall hack.

I There was slight artillery firing kept

i up by both parties without material rc-

-1 suits.
The rebel force engaged was the Ist.

! 2d, 3d, 4th aud sth Virginia cavalry
ami some artillery.

Our loss is not known, but is incon-

siderable. The rebel officers who have

been takeu prisoners, alt concur in tho

statement that this was tlie most desper-

ately contested cavalry fight of the war.

Thcv ssy our men behaved gallantly aud

that the affair was a hand to hand en-

counter.
Gen. Fitzbugh Leu's brigade left Cul-

pepor some few days since and was act-

ing us flank -quad of the rebel army,

A Colonel ol one of our cavalry regi-
ments is reported to be among the killed.

The rebels only partioliy succeeded in

carrying off their killed and wounded.
The fight lasted until dark, we hold-

ing the field at its conclusion, and the

rebels retreating.
