STATISTICS OF SURGICAL OPEIIATINS IN THE ,
ARMY.? Dr. J. M. Hriuton, United States
Volunteers, who is now engaged in the Sur
gical History ol the Rebellion, has prepared j
a report ol the number of surgical operations j
performed iu the army hospitals, together j
with a statement of the cause of the operation I
and the resells. During the last four months j
of 1802, 1342 amputations were performed. |
Of these 371 were nmpntitions of fingers,
108 of arms, 47 of toes and 227 of legs. The

total number of amputate us oa accoounl of

gunshot wounds was 1197. and from all other
causes 34 ? The results of these amputations
are thus stated :?lOO returned to duty, 25 j
were lurloughed, 11 deserted, 350 weredis- j
charged, "30 died, in 30 cases as cond am-
ptitalio:i was necessary, and 610 remained j
under treatment at the close of the year.

A talde is also published showing the char-
acter of the missels, in cases of gunshot '
wounds, used by the rebels during Hie same I
period of four months of last year. Of 10-19 j
wopmU in the head, 307 were round leaden j
bullets, 435 were conical leaden bullets, 105

by shell, 22 by round shot, ar.d 42 by other
: missels. Ol 2072 wounds of the trunk, 638

1 were by round and 1188 by conidcal leaden j
bullets, and 106 by shell. The lotal number
of wounds reported during the period covered
by the table was 18,554, of which 10,798 :
were by conical and 5,051 by round bullets.
