The first Uniou State Central Committee
in Maryland was appointed about the 1st of
July, 1861,

T'he appointment was made pursuaut to a
vote of the State Convention which con-
vened in the city of Baltimore on the 23d of
May previous.

T'hat Convention met, at the suggestion of
certain loyal citizens of Baltimore, to delib-
erate upon the perils of the times, and the
course which patriots should unite to pursue.

It had po official antecedent. It distinct-
ly defined, in an address and resolutions, the
p: sition of the loyal men of Maryland; made
provision for the qwbling of another State
Convention in Angust following, 1o nominate
a Governor and ( ptroller of the State
Treasury, and directed its President to ap-
point a Central Commiittee to arrange there-
for.

T'hat Convention met under the auspices
of that committee, and completed the work
with which it was charged. During the
canvass which followed, that con mittee, with
more or less of energy and success, directcd
the campa When it was over the com-
as funclous
officiv.’ 1t was called into being by an
emergency, for that ewergency, and noune
of those who were its godfathers imagined
that it was to propagate and have perpetual
succession, or that a Onion party, assuch, in

| free white men are the people of Maryland
| who henceforth will dictate the policy of the
| State, and it is the interest of the free peeple
| of Maryland, especially of the free laboring
| people, that slavery should cease to degrade
| labor,

The existence of slave labor is & disturb-
| ing clement iv our social relations; in ourin-
| dustry; in our politics,
| It creates and maintains a class of preten=

ders to aristocratic saperiority over their fel-

low-citizens, which now gplits into a thous-
and fragments the social system of the State
and subjects labor to the contempt of theso
who have negroes to work for them,

It excludes the immigration of freo labor
into the State, and drives from it a very
large proportion of its native sons, carrying
with them their enterprise, industry and ed-
ucation to swell the power of the West,

1t depresses the value of our lands by re-
pelling the investments of the enterprising
men of the Free States,

It keeps our agricultural system below
that of the neighboring Free States, by the
wastefulness, sloth and indifference insepara-
ble from labor, without bope of reward or
the impulse of bettering its condition or any
interest in the results of economy.

Its disordering influence on  the wealth
and prosperity of the State is shown by the
difference between the free and slave coun-
ties; the former lie north of Sassafras aod
Patapsco, the latter south of those rivers,

The free counties contained in 1850 980,-
147 cultivated acres, while the slave conntiea
had 1,747,628; that the free lands were val-
ued at $47, 851,615, while the slave lands
were worth only $41,779,616.

‘I'be farms in the slave counties averaged
143 acres cach, worth $3,433: the free farms

l
|

' averaging only 101 acres each, were yet

worth §4,935.

The free land was worth $48 82, the slave
land §23 91, per acre.

Thus in the relation of the Slave States to
the Fie: States wonderfully brought home to
| our very doors, and made manifest within
| the narrow limits of our own State.

The contrast is the more striking when we
! remember that the slave counties, are tho
old, the free counties the new.
| I'he contrast is made still more remarka-
|

ble by comparing the assessed value of tax-
able property in the fiee and slave parts of
the State.
The assessed property was, at the last as-
sessment, by Comptroller’s report of 1859, in
the free part of the State $210,728,457; in
the slave part of the State only $68,805,908
‘he frec counties alone are assessed at $84,-
1 927,085!
| Tts political effects are not less remarkable
| When slavery was established it was merely
a form of l2bor; its continuance or extinction
was a question of political economy alone.
When it was endowed with political pow-
er it became an instrument ot ambition; and
tke vast and and unexpected extension of
the ootton cultivation has madeit an instru-
ment of immense power, T'o emancipate the
slaves is to destroy this power; and to do
that is treason to those who rule by it
Jut it is not the owners of slaves ouly
who rule by its power; it is politicians who
own few orno slaves, who speak in its name,
and subject the very owners of the property
to their dictation,
1t is from this class of political adventurers
that the rebellion has procecded; it is this
class from whom the most virulent opposltion
to emancipation will proceed; and we shall
hear them in defence of their instrumens of
| power refusing the slave owners the liberty
of changing slaves for United S ates bonds,

"This spirit of jealous domination has seized
on the State Government, and, in the inter=
terest of slavery. has subjected the majority
to the dictation of the minority,

The Government of this state consists of
22 Senators, 74 Delegates and a Governor.

Fach county or city sends a Senator and
the number of Delegates named iv the Con-
stitution,

The State is divided by the Patapsco and
the Sassafras rivers in a Northern and
