KXKCUTIVE CHAMBER, ?

AI.HANY, Oetoher 20, 1860.
The President of tho United States

has called upon mo, as Governor of the

State of New York, to furnish its quota
of three hundred thousand men to re-

jcrutt tho volunteer forces of the United
j States, which will be largely reduced

jduring the coming year by the expira-
\u25a0 tion of the terms of enlistment.

At this time the defenders of the Na-
tional Capital arc menaced by a superior
force ; the Army of tho Cumberland is

in au imperiled coudition, and the taili-
\ tary operations of the Government arc

\ delayed and liiudcrcd by the want of

I adequate military power, and are thrcat-
' cned with serious disaster.

I In this emcrgeuoy it is tho duty of all
\ the citizens to listen to the appeal put

forth by the President, and to give efli-
! cient and cheerful aid in filling up tlio

thinned ranks of our armies. It is duo

| to our brethren on tho field, who have

j battled so heroically for tho fing of our

| country, tho Union of the States, and
! to uphold the Coustitution, that prompt

i and voluntary assistance should bo Font

! to tlicui in lliis moment of their peril.
' They went forth iu the full confidence
