Acd in regard to colors, we are far
bebind the ancients. None of the col-
ors in the lgyptian painting of thou-
sands of ycars ago are in the least faded
except the green. The Tyrian purple
of the entombed city of Pompceii is as
fresh to-day as it was three thopsand
years ago. Some of the stueco, painted
centuries before the Christian era, bro-
ken up and mixed, revealed its originll
lustre.
