lisa knowledge of our physical and mental
structure, and the conditions er laws for our
guidauce in tho preservation of our mental
and bodily health, elements so essential to
human happiness, usefulness and progro -

sion. The uses of knowledge or its connec-
tion or hearing on all tiio pursuits, of life
will be daily enlarged on, thus showing the
pupil why he toils, and directing I.is sm-
bitioD ill right channels from right motives.

To insure order, system, punctuality and

subordination of the pupils conduct to duty;
n high sense of rectitude will always ho ap-
pealed to, and tho value of these qualities to

the pupil's rcspectnbility and success in the
struggles of life willhe earnestly dwelt upon.

The aim of the teacher, ill short will he,
to teach what he dues teach after Iho most
approved method of imparling knowledge,
to roodcr knowledge as practiral and pleas-
ing to the youthful miud as possible, and to

infuse into the scholar a luvo of virtue and
hatred of vico that will in all circumstances
insure tho performance of duty.

The scholastic year will consist of ten
months, divided into three sessions.
