Mcebi, of 'iip-trce Hall, England, has
discovered tbat pigs, when ebut up to
fatten, are very fond of cinders, and im-
prove in condition by eating a certain
portion of them every day. Some per-
sona arc unable to account for this singla
propensity in swino. Poultry aro very

I found of egg shells, lime, sand, &0.,
\ and it is welt kqown these substances
j are necessary in order to form the shells
of eggs, and to furnish material for tho
bones of fowls.

Now it is reasonable to suppose that
swino cat ashes and cinders for the pur-
poso of supplying the material for their
bones, and this singular instinct in ani-
mals to low in the scale of intelligence,
is truly wonderful, for ashes contain tho
ingredients which are uecossary to formo
bones, viz : carbouato aud sulpbato of
lime, and magnesia, clay, silica gelatin-
ized and mado soluble by the Ore.

When hogs are at largo, they take in
clay and si.icu with their feod, and cat
bones and roots which contain tho no-
cessary ingredients; but when they aro
pond up they endeavor to supply tbo
material ncoessary for keeping up thoir
framos by dovouring ashes and cinders.
Let them have plenty of theui.

Planfcr of Paris for l'alnt.

A writer in tho Register of Rural Af-
fairs recommended tho uso of plaster or
ground gypsum, instead of white lead
to mix with oil fur paint, for outside
work. If, ho says it is equally, in fact
moro durable, than white lead or ziuo
white, it deserves to be widely known,
us the plaster is very cheap and easily
obtained.

Take equal purls of the plaster and
white lead, with oil enough to make it
the consistence of creaui and run it
through a paint mill, This will liavo a
good body, and be very scrvicable.?
For painting the ruofs of buildings tbo
p'aster and oil unsweres a good purpose
in it is durable, and when rain-water is
collected in cisterns, it will bo fouud to
bo purer than when it comes in contact
with lead. Plaster is sometimes found
ground very coarse, and it Bbould thore-
foro bo run throuyh a paint mill beforo
it is used.

Useful Receipts.

POLISH FOII BOOTS AND SHOES ?Tho
following we see recommended .?''.Mix
together two pints of tho best vinegar,
and ono pintof soft water. Stir it into
a quarter ofa pound nf g!un, UnUn up

half a pound of logwood chips, a quarter
of an ounce of linciy powdered iudigo, u
quarter of cunce of tho best soft soap,
uud a quarter of an ounce of isinglass.
Put the mixture over tho firo, and lot it
boii for ten minutes or moro. Then
strain tbo liquid, and bottle and eork it.
When cold, it is fit for uso. Tbo polish
should be applied with a clean sponge.

BEEF-STEAKS A LA FKANCAISK. ?Tako
tho insido of the sirloin, frco from skin,
and cut it ovonly into round slices a
quarter of an inch thick. Season tbo
steaks with fine salt and pepper, brush
thorn witb a little olarified butter, and
broil them over a clear brisk Arc.
