Deduction will ul.-o be
orflfcrcd for a grade of performance iuferior to

that specified in the contract. For repeated
delinquencies of the kind herein ?pccificd, en-

larged penalties, proportioned to the nature
thereof, and the importance of the mail, may
be made.

ft. For leaving behind, or throwing off the
mails, or any portion of theno, for the admis-
sion of passengers, or forbeing concerned in
seting up or running an express conveying
intelligence in advance of the mail, a quarters
pay may be deducted.

0, Fines will be imposed, unless the delin-
quency he promptly, aud satis'uctouily ex-
plained hy certificates of postmasters or the

affidavits of other credible persons, for failing
to arrive in contract time, for neglecting to

take the mail 'rom, or deliver it into, a post
office; for suffering it to be wet, injured, des-
troyed. robbed, or lost; aud for refusing, alter

demand, to convey the mails a9 frequently as
the contractor runs,or is concerned in running
n coach, car, or steamboat on a route.

7. The Postmaster General mnv annul the
contract for repeated failures to run agree-
ably to contract; for violating the post office
laws, or disobeying the instructions of the
department; for refusing to discharge a car-
rier when reported by the department to do
so; for running nn express as aforesaid; or for
transporting persons or packages conveying
mailable matter out of the mail.

8 The Postmaster General may order an
increase of service on a route by allowing
therefore a pro rata increase on the contract
pay Jle maycliange schedules of depart
tires and arrivals iu all cases, and particularly
to make them conform the connexions with
railroads, without increase of pay, provided
the running time he not abridged. He m.iy
also order nn increase of speed, allowing, with-
in the restrictions f the law, a pro rata in-
crease of pay for the additional stock or car-
riers, if nny, The contractor may, however,
in the case of increase of speed, relinquish the
contract, by giving prompt n&tice to the de-
partment that he prefer? doing so to carrying
the order into effect. The Postmaslir Gener-
al may also discontinue or curtail the service
in whole or in part, in order to place on the
route a greater degree of service, or wh mover
the public interests, in his judgemend shall
require such discontinuance or curtailment
for any other cause; ho allowing as a lull in-

demnity to contractor one month's extra pay
on the amount of service dispensed with, and
a prorata compensation for the amount oT
service retained and continued.

0. Payments will lie made ly collections
front "br drafts on postmasters, or otherwise,
lifter tho expiration of eiich quarter?s:iy*, in
Fcbuarj*, May, August and November.

10. The dis'nnce are given according to tho
lcst information; but no incrosiscd pay will
be allowed should thoy bo greater than adver-
tised, if the points to be supplied are correct-
ly stated. Milder* must inform thtnwh'Cs on
thin point and also in rcfcretico to tilv.' weight
of the mail, tho condition of roads, hii!.'*
streams, A., and all toil bridges, ferries, or ob-
structions of any kind by which expense may
be incurred. No claim for additional pay,
based on such grout he irtilwe considered; nor

for alleged mistakes cr misapprehension as to
the degree ofservice? nor for hridgesdcstioyed
ferries discontinued, or other obstructions in-
creasing distance, occuring during the con-
tract term. Offices established after this ad-
vertirement Is issued, and also during the con-
tract term,arc to be visited without extra pay
if the distance be uot increased.

11. Bidders are cautioned to mail their pro-
posals in time to reach the department by the
day and hour named, (3 p. ui. March 31,) for

bi<is received after that time willif t be rutiriJ-
crcd in eompetion with a bid of reasonable
amount received in time. Neither cau bids be
considered which arc without the guarantee
required by law and a certificate of the suffi-
ciency of such guarantee.

12. Bidders should first proposo for ser-
vice si rictly according to tho advertisement
and thon, if they dosiro, separately for dif-
ferent aorvice: afid if tho regular hid bo the
lowest offered for the advertised service, the
other propositions may be considered.

13. There should bo one routobid for in a
proposal. Consolidated or combination bids
('pr p' sing one sum for two or more route*')
are forbidden by law, and cannot be consid-
ered.

14. The route, tho service, the yearly pay
the name and rcaidcnco of the bidder, (that
is bis usual post oflico address,) and those of
each member of a firm, where a company
oilers, should be distinctly staled.

15. Bidders arc requested to use, as far as
practical le, the printed proposals furnished
by the department, to write out in full the
sum of their bids, and to retain copies of
them.

Jltnrod bids should not bo submitted, nor
should bids once submitted bo withdrawn. ?

No withdrawal of a bidder or guarantor will
be allowed unless tho withdrawal is dated
and received before the last day for receiv-
ing proposals.

Each bid must bo guaranteed by two res-
ponsible persons.

General guarantees cannot be admitted.?
Tho bill and guarantee should be signed plain-
ly with the full name of each person

The department reserves the right to ro
joct any bid whic.hmay be deemed extrava-

gant, and also to disregard the bids of fail-
ing contractors and bidders.

10. The hid shmihl bo sealed, superscribed
'Mail Proposols, State of addressed
"Second Assistant Postmaster General, Con-
tract Office." and sent by mail, not by or to
an agent; and postmasters will not enclose
proposals (or letters of any kind) iu their
qua r terly returns.

17. Tho contracts are to bo executed and
returned to tho department by or before the
Ist Jay of Jidy 1801; lilt tho service must

be commenced on that day, or on tho mail
day next after it, whether the contracts be
executed or not.

Transfers of contracts, or of interest in
contracts, nro forebidden by law, and conse-
quently cannot bo allowed. Bidders wlil
tnereforo take notice tlint they will be ex-
pected to perform the service accepted to
them through the whole terra of the cou- j
tract.

18. P< stmnstcrs at offices on or near rail-
roads, but more than eighty rods front a
station, will immediately after 31st of March
next, report their exact distance from the
nearest station, and how they are otherwise
supplied with tho mail, to citable iho Post-
master (Scucral to direct a mail-messenger
supply from tho Ist ot July next.

19. Section eighteen of nil net of Congress
Approved March 3. 1815, provides that con-
tracts for tho transportation of mail shall bo
let, "in every caso, to tho lowest bidder ten-
dering sufficient guarantees for faitnful per-
formance, without other refcrcnco to tho
m< dc of sueh transportation than may bo
necessary t provide for tho duo celerity,
certainty, and security of such transporta-
tion

" Under this law, bids Unit propose to
transport the mails with "celerity, certainty,
and security,' having been decided to be the
only legal bids, are construed as providing
for the entire mail, however large, and what-
ever may be the mode oj connyanee necessary
to insure its "celerity, ctrtainty, and security,'
and icill have the preference over all others
and no others will be considered.

20* A modification of a bid iu any of its
essential terms is tantamount to a new bid,
and canuot be received, so as to infero with
regular competition, after tho last hour set

for receiving bids. Making a new bid, with
guarantee and certificate, is tho only way to
modify a previous bid.

21. Postmasters arc to bo careful not to
certify to the sufficient responsibility; a dis- ,
regard of his instruction by postmasters as a j
violation of their oath of office, subjecting ,
them lo immediatt removal. All bidders j
guarantors, and sureties aro distinctly noti-

fied tbat on %AjHurc to enter into or perform
the contracts-lorlhe service proposed for in
the accepted bids, their legal liabilities willj
£? qfer*d (gaunt them. i

22. Present contractors, and persons knowu
at the department, must equally withothers
procure guarantors and certifiortos of their
sufficiency substantially in the forms above
proscribed. The certificate of efficiency
must to signed by a postmaster or by a

judge of a court of record, and niti>t lmvo
affixed to it a five.cent rcvenro Rlamp, can-
celled, a< required by law. No other certif- i
icntes willbe addmitted*
