JLi FOR COMPENSATION

FOR ENLISTED SLAVES
IN MARYLAND

1 THE BOARD OF CLAI vS will hul l its
session at N0.19 SuLTJI STREET, Baltimore
where tflicial copicH of nil muster-tag rolls
and recruiting lists willbo filed and open for
the examination of claiinuts.

11. Claims must bo proscntod within ten
days of the filing of said rolls, viz: on or be-
fore the FIRST DAYUK MARCH, 1661.

111. No claims will ho received or enter-
tained from any person who is or has been en-
gaged in rebellion again it the Government of
the United States, or who, in any way,ha s

given or shall give, aid or couifort to the ene-
mies of tho Government.

IV. Loyal p -rscna who -have off red their
slaves for enlistment, or whose slaves have en-
listed without their consent, may li 1c an appli-
cation for compensation ; such application to
be ucconpnnied by a certificate of enlistment
from the recruiting officer, an oath of allegi-
ance in th' form prescribed, ntod satisfactory
proofs of title; also i valid deed of manumis-
sion and rclcaso of service of tho partici
claimed.

In procf of title, tho claimant will be re-
quired so present an affidavit of ownership,
in which must l/o stated the time w en he or
she lieCame proprietor of the slave, and if for
life orfor n terui of years j accompanied by
the sworn testimony of at least two loyal citi-
zens, residing in the neighborhood and not
members of tho same family, substantiating
tho fact of ownership as of public notoriety
The following oath will likowisojbo required.
'?I do solemnly swear, that I liavs not purchas-
ed or otherwise obtained the sljvo for whom 1

now claim compensation, from any person or

persons disloyal to the Government of the
United States, with a view of obtaining com-
pensation for same ;and further, that 1 have
no agency for obtaining couipe'r.sstf oti Tot an}
person or persons hut such as, to my know l-
edge, arc loyal citizens of the United States."

For the present ond until tho law of the
State prohibiting manumission shall have been
repealed, a pledge to filesuch deed, when cal-
led upon by tho Hoard, ft ecu in pa nild by a re-
lease of all claim to service of shch il&vo,
will be required.

V. The Board will proceed to examine, in
order, the applications, with certificate of en-

listment, o.it h, and proof of title : and ifthose
shall he found satisfactory, will award com-
pensation not exceeding thrco hundred dollars
for each able-bodied slave enlisted, to be paid
provided a valid deed of manumission and ro-
Icnxeof aorvloo shall bo filed by the claimant.

VI. Said deed of manumission and release
of servlco having been filed wttli tho Board
and approved it will issue to the claimant n

certificate, setting forth the facts, and slating
the sum awarded ; which, on presentation to
the C'hoif of the Bureau of colored troops, nt
Washington, will he paid by him.

VII. Blank forms of application can he
obtained at th% office of tho B-oard.
