Mr. Everett, in a recent speech at Bos-

ton, gave the following very picturesque
description of East Tennessee und the
.Tunnossep river:

That river, fellow-citizens, is in some
respects one of the most remarkable on
the continent. Its northern affluents rise
in the fl-tute of Virginia, hut, as if to
read a lejs.nt of Union iu tho very i'uee of
the soil-?as if to prop the fabric of the
Union bv the eternal butrossos of tho
hills, instead of flowing to the Atlantic
like tlio other rivers of Virginia, it gathers
up the waters of its tributary tt.eams,

and connecting Virginiaand theCarolinaa
with East Tennessee, tlowa southward
down to the northeastern corner of Geor-
gia.

There, ifler kissing the fei t of the
glorious hills of ( ii.t.ianoogit. instiled of
flowing to the Gulf, its seeming natural
direction, it eoquets with Northern Ala-
bama, 1minks into the Muscle Shoals,
plants Decatur at their head, and Flor-
ence lit their feet, and then sweeping hack
it its native North traverses the entire
width of Tennessee a second time, seem-
ingly running tip hill; for while it is
flowing northward the Mississippi parallel

Atlantic from those which seek the St.

General Grant having entered the j
room, the President arose Uttd address'-:) i
him tints:

General Grant: ?The nation's appro- !
ciatioti of what you have done and the re- j
liiince upon you for what there remains to \u25a0
do, in the existing great struggle, are now
present.id with this commission constitu-
ting you Lieutenant General in the Army
of tlio United States. With this- high
honor also devolves upon you a correspon-
dingres]K>risibility. As the country here-
in trusts you, go, under God, it will sus-
tain yon. I scarolv need to add that witli
what I here speak for tho nation goes my
own hearty personal concurrence.

To which Gen. Grant replied as fol-
lows :

Mr. President: ?l accept this commis-
sion with gratitude for tho high honor
conferred. With the aid of the whole
armies that have fought on so many fields
for our common country, it will be my
earnest endeavor not to disappoint your
expectations. I fee) tho full weight of
the responsibilities now devolving on me,
and Iknow that, if they tiro met, it will
he dne to those armies, above all, to the
favor of that Providence which leads both
nations aitd men.

Tiie President then introduced the Gen-
eral to the members of the Cabinet, after
which tii company weroseate'd and about
half an hour was spent in pleasant con-
versation.

Tho moment any
otto of tho glorious faculties y.-ith which
God has endowed us, is abused or mif
used, that faculty loses forever a portion
of its delicacy untl energy Every in-
jury which we inflict tipm our mortal
nature, in this life, must (lull forever, our
keen capacities of enjoyment though itt
the midst of infinite bliss ; and weaken
our powers of useensi .11, where virtuous
spirits tire ever ascending, it must send
us forward into the next stage of exis-
tence maimed ami crippled, so tliat how-
ever high we may soar, our flight will
always be less.lofty than it would other-
wise have been ; and however exquisite
our enjoyment and Idiss it will be always
less exquisitely blissful than it Was capa-
ble of being.

Every instance of Violated conscience,
like every broken string in a Itat-p, will
limit the compass of its music, and uiiir

its harmonies forever. Tremble, then,
and forbear Oh, man, when thou wouldst
fiirget the dignity of thy nature, and the
immortal glories of thy destiny: for if
thou dost east down thy eyes to look with
complacency upon tiie tempter, or bend
thine ear to listen to his seductions,
thou dost doom thyself to move forever
through inferior stages of existence: thou
dost wound and dim the very organ with
which alone thou canst behold the splen-
dors of eternity. .

Pi. anting Trees on Clatbt Boil.?A
clayey soil is unsuitable for fruit trees, but
by draining, deep digging aiid manuring
may lie made tolerable. Thorough ami
deep draining is; however; essential, and
without this, all attempts to cultivate fruit
on such a soil willprove more or less
failure; On such soils; also, the holes
for the recoption of the roots must bo
made broad, and filled tvith rich surface
soil, or such us will be permeable to the
roots. The holes should be at least from
six to eight feci ficross, that there may
be ample space for the young roots to
spread before tho poorer Soil is encoun-
tered. In planting trees; imitate nature,
and do not plant too deep, certainly ou
tettaeiot's soils. The roots of all plants
slum stagnant water, with , the exception
of a srtlnll class ; and it Is particularly
fatal to fruit. In someparts of Belgium,
where a cluy soil prevails, a trench seven
or eight feet in width, and two or three
feet in depth is made across the field or
fruit gardtn, filled in with permeable
richer soil, and in this the rows of trees
are planted, tho continued trench carry-
ing off the surplus waters.

Value or Ashes.?Professor Jackson;

might lie rendered fertile' Said that "*

unleached ones. Ashes do what lime
cannot; they render the soil more tena-
cious of moisture, and although their ac-
tion is not as prompt or efficient ou eold
sour soils, they are for the toason assigned,
considered as valuable on light sandy
ones. Of this fact tho farmers on the
light soils of Long Island aitd New Jer-
sey, are well aware, and in th' 6 gathering
and application of ashes, fitffi a certain
source of profit.
