Jn our last issue'we gave a casudl
glance at the subject of compensation for
slaves in case of Emancipation. Since
then we have taken some pains to ascers
tain what light figures would throw on
this dark subject and‘submit the result to
the consideration of our readers.

Under the laws of the State, male
slaves under twelve years old are assessed
at 875, from twelve to twenty years at
$250, from twenty to forty=five years at
$400 and from forty-five to sixty years
at 160  Females under twelve years
old are assessed §60, from twelve to twen-
ty-one at $200, from twenty-one to forry
at $300 and from forty to sixty at §100
per head, over sixty at nothing.

The census of 1860 show the  whole
number of slaves in the State to be 87,
180, of which number 44,313 were mnlgq,
and 42,876 were females.  Of this num-
ber, Allegany county ¢wned 666 ; ofthis
number 290 were males and 376 were fe-
males. The census of 1860 bas not been
completed far enough to give the ratio of
ages by which to fix the average value;

The Red River Expeditlon.

TUE CAFTURE OF PORT DE RUSSEY— DEACRIP-
TION OF THE WORK.

Fonr De Russey, Rep River, L.,
March 15—viae Camo, March 24.—This
fort was captured to-day by the United
States forces under General Smith, which
left Vickeburg on the 10th instant and
landed at Semmersport, La., on the 12th
and marched to Bayon Clace, where Gen.
