Mr. Coleman certifies that he saw in
Leicestershire a cow of a cross between
a Durham and Alderney, which gave six-
teen pounds of butter per week for ten

successive weeks, upon grass only; and
in Hampshire be saw a Jersey cow that
produced fourteen pounds per week for
thirteen weeks.
