111. No claim# will be received or enter*
tained from any person who ia or has been en* (
gaged in rebellion agninrt the Government ot
the United States, or who, in any way,ba s
given or shall give, aid or comfort to the ene*
rnies of the Government.

IV. Loyal persons who have offered their !
slaves for enlistment, or whose slaves have en- ,
listed without their consent, may filean appli-
cation far compensation ; such application to
be acco-npanied by n certificate of enlistment
trom the recruiting officer, an oath of allegi.
ance in the form prescribed, and satisfactory
proofs of title; also a valid deed of manumis-
sion and release of service of the partiei
claimed.

In proof of title, the claimant will be re-
quired so present an affidavit of ownership,
iu which must bo stated the time wnen ho or
she became proprietor of the slave, and if for
life or for a term of years; occoinpnnied by
the sworn testimony of at least two loyal citi-
zens, residing in the neighborhood and not
members of the same family, substantiating
tho fact of ownership as of publio notoriety.
The following oath will likowiso bo required.
"I do solemnly swenr, that I haw not purchas-
ed or otherwise obtained the slave for whom I
now claim compensation, from any persen or
persons disloyal to the Government of (he

Uuited States, with a view of obtaining com-
pensation fur suuie; nnd further, thnt I have
no agency for obtaining compensation for any
person orporsons but such as, to my knowl-
edge, are loyal citizens of the United States."

For the present nnd until the law of the
State prohibiting manumission shall have been
repealed, a pledge to filesuch deed, when cnl

led upon by tho Board, accompanied by a re-
lease of all claim to service of such ilave,
willbe required.

V. Tho Board will proceed to examine, in
order, tho applications, with certificate of en-
listment, onth, and proof of title: nnd if these
shall be found satisfactory, will award com-
perisatiou not exceeding three hundred dollars
for ench able-bodied slave enlisted, to be paid
provided n valid deed of tnnnumissiou and re-
lcnsoof service shall be filed by tho cluimant.

VI. Said deed of manumission nnd irlease
of service having been filed wttli the Board
nrid approved it will issue to tho claimant n
certificate, setting forth the facts, und stating!
tho sum awarded ; which, on presentation J> I
the Choif of the Bureau of colored troop#, at I
Washington, will be paid ny him.

VII. Blank forms of nppliention can be
obtained nt the office of tho Board.
