The

amended charter contains provisions for

the adoption of a measure the most effoc-

tive and useful in regard to the latter

branch of this subject. I solicit your ear-

ly attention to this matter in the introdwe-

tion of an abundant supply of good water.

Shocking Calamity.

Guver 1ty Soidiers Killed and
Wound: ¢, i

A letter to the New York Herald, das
ted Bachelor's Creek, near Newbern,“N.
(., 27th ult., gives an account of an ex-
plosion of four Torpedocs, by which over
forty New York soldiers and contrabands
were killed, and between twenty and
thirty terribly wounded.  The writer
suys: -
Tle train which left Newbern at three
Jscluck in the afternoon . brought to the
outpusts the remaivining four of thirteen
torpedoes, of monstrous weight and pro-
portions, intended to complete the block-
ade of the Neuse river in the direction of
Kinston. The last of the four was about
reaching the station platform, when an
accidental blow, from a log of wood
strikiug upon the cap, exploded the tor-
pedo. The concussion was so great that
the other three followed the explosion of
the first, and so quick as to wake but one
mighty report, like the crush df a thous-
and pieces of artillery fired simultancous-
ly.

The disaster was one of the most ap-
pallivg and heartrending that has hap-
pened in this country iu a series of years..
Soldiers whose gallantry has been display+
ed on battle-fields, and whose eagerness
to hear the news from their brave conr-
rades in Virginia had brought them clus-
tering around the station, were hurled,
mangled and torn, into eternity in a mo-
wents time. Heads, bodies and limbs
were scattered for a quarter of a mile
aound, and in many instances it was
found impossible to recognize the remains
of the unfortunate victims. The signal
tower and cocmuissary building, twenty
feet by eighty feet, built of loge, were
thrown into the air a distapge of eight
bundred feet, and strewed the country
for & great distance around with the frag-
ments.
