IV. Loyal persons who hare oflVred their
slaves for enlistment, or whose slaves buve en-
listed without their couscnt, may file an appli
cation far compensation ; such application to
be accompanied by a certificate of enlistment
from the rocruiting officer, nn oath of allegi-
ance in the form prescribed, and satisfactory
pro*ls of title; also A valid deed of uinnumts-
nion and rclcosc of frvico of the partioi
claimed.

lu proof of title, the claimant will bo re-
quired so present nn affidavit of ownership,
in which must bo stated tho tiiuo w en he or
she bccamo proprietor of the slave, and if for
life or lor a term of year*; accompanied by
the sworn testimony oi at Last two loyal citi-
zeus, residing in tho neighborhood and not

memborswof tbo same family, substantiating
tho fact of ownership as of public notoriety.
The following oath will likowiso bo required.
'?I do solemnly srvear, that I Lao not purchas-
ed or otherwise obtained the slave for whom I

now claim compensation, from my perron or
persons disloyal to the Government of thf
United States, with a view of obtaining com-
pensation fur mine; and further, that I have
no agency for (btaining couipcnsction for an)
person or persons hut sut b as, to my knowl-
edge, are loyal citizens of the United States." .
