Speculation and Combina-
tion to Keep up the

Price* of Food.

There have been during this War many
combinations to advance the prices of dif-
ferent articles of food ; but probably, the
most unblushing and wicked, is that
which has sent up the pricoof beef to fig-
ures that place it beyond the means of
persons with moderate incomes, to pur-
chase. There is no necessity for those
prices. It is nothing more than the re-
sult of speculation aud combination among
a few persons who have control of the
Eastern markets, and complete comni&tid
over the graziers. Iu speaking of the
operations of these Shylocks, the Phila-
delphia Inquirer says:

They can, by their heavy operations,
keep back the number of cattle coming to
market, oonipcl the butchers fopay what-
ever they cUoose to ask. aud tho public
sutlers iu the end by the imposition of
inordinate prices. These men are the
Steeubergeus of 1861. They obtain their
facillies iu the same matiuor that Stecn-
bcrgeu did when the Bank of the Uuited
States was iu flourishing operation, and
they may, by public resolution, be broken

j uuwn us thoroughly as be was. So loug
l as the public is determined to buy beef,

j whatever the price, the schemes of these
intriguers will succeed.

Hut let there be a concert of action on
the subject among housekeepers, and the

l monopoly can be broken down so disast-
rously to those who sustain it, that the
lesson will be remembered fur years. It
is a simple resolution not to buy beef un-
til it comes down to u reasonable price.
Iwo or three weeks general agreement
upon this point woißd bring as much con-
fusion to the .speculators us a niuurian.?
T'ttcy cannot hold their stock if there is a
suspension of the consumption of meat;
their cattle would soon "eat their heads
oil,' and bankruptcy would menace them
so clearly that they would have to give
in. Another benefit . would also b(?at-
tained. Reef is to other meats a regula-
tion. Mutton, veal aud pork are going
up with tho advance in beef, and poultry

! hits attained a figure which iii enormous.
Reduce the price of beef aud ull other
fresh provisions must come dowu also.?
The subject is really one which appeals
to tho pockets of every one. An atiti-
beef tilting league is as necessary as the
"couveuaut" against importations which

I the ladies are endeavoring to.establish.
The bothers, who suffer all the blame

from immediate c- msumers, are not so
much the blame. It fs true that they
have not stood out against the monopoly
as they should hive done. They held
a National Convention some months since
with the design of remedying this very
evil. Hut for gome reason the insvent
camo to nothing, aud the butchers are to-
day as much iu the power of the cattle
monopolists as they ever were. The
butchers must have their own profits tip
on tho slaughtered cattle, and those prof-
its are nearly the same whether beef is
dear or cheap. It is to their interest to

attract customers, and they can command
them more readily when they can sell
their meats at low prices than when they
must charge great ones. They would sell
much more ifthey could sell cheaply, and
they would make in ire money. Beef-
eaters, upon you rests the responsibility
of the imposition to which you have so
long submitted. Resolve to forego your
self gratification for a few weeks, and
you will dp a service to yourselves and
to eyery one who suffers by tho monopo-
lies of the iijarkets.

We endorse the advice of our cotempo-
rary, and urge upon our citizens to stop
the use qf beef until the speculators are
forced by public action, to become honest.
We can expect no abatement of the evil
wlii'e we patiently submit to the enor-
mous imposition of the cattle monopo-
lists. Let us form :t opcc.au ''Anti-
Beef Eating League."
