I AN IMPORTANT LAW? Caution to Tres-
, passers The following law was passed
by the General Assembly of Maryland at
their last session :

"Be it enacted bv the General Assem-
bly of Maryland. That any person or

1 persons who shall enter upon the laud of
any other person, body, corporate or
politic, in this State, and shall willfully
and maliciously injure or destroy or
feloniously take and carry away any
growing tree, vine, plant, shrubbery,
root, vegetable, fruit or grain or any
fencing, shall, on conviction thereof in
any of tho courts of this State having
jurisdiction thereof, be adjudged guilty of
a misdemeanor, and be fined not LFS3
than five dolhirs, nor more than one htn-
dred dcliars. or be imprisoned in the city

| or county jailnot less than one month
j nor more than six months, or be both

I fined and imprisoned as aforesaid ia the
discretion oftfie court."
