LEVY-fcIST
ofAllegany County for 1864.

11l accordance with Section 9 of Article 18

of the Code of Public General Laws of Mary-
land, the subjoined Statement is nublished.

The undersigned deem it proper to accom-
pany the same with a few words of explanation.

The gross amount oi the °f*e
tcounty for the present year is $9,118,544, las

year the amount was $A736,072, bowing an

increase of $393,471. The assessment books

bare been thoroughly revised, andareinow in

a more clear and satisfactory conditonthan
they have been for sometime past. Allthe in-

solvent taxables have been struck off, and many

new ones added to the list, which was the work
of much labor and pains.

The levy for the county expenses for the cur-
rent year amounts to the sum of $66,638 37,

being considerably larger than it was the last

year; the percentage being 73 cents on the SIOO.
This increase in the levy and percentage was
wholly beyond the control of the undersigned.
The enormous increase in the prices of every
article of life has contributed largely to that
end. A few heavy items in the levy list, in
which the Commissioners had no discretion,
can be specifkd, which, of themselves, will
nearly account for the increase. The sum of

$10,766 66 was demanded and levied for the

support of the schools of Allegany county, and

$3,500, under the obligatory provisions of the

Act of 1864, chapter 303, was appropriated for

the repair ofthe road leading from Barrellville,

byway of Frostburg, to Westernport. A like
sum willbe found in the listfor the erection oi

a bridge across Big Yough at Sang Run. Sev-
eral other bridges came in for necessary provis-

ion. There was also a deficiency of nearly

$4,000 in the levy of last year for Court ex-
penses The neglected and bad condition of

the roads imperatively required increased ap-
propriations therefor.V *
