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LOYALTY
In a former number wo called the at-

tention of our readers to some of the du-
ties of loyalty on the part of the. citizens
toward the Government. We now pro-
pose a discussion of the other side of the
question, for it has two sides lis well as

many other questions. We stated then
that loyally tinder our form of Govern-
ment was unlike that under other govern-
ments because of its being two-fold in its
nature. The words (loccrnnvnt mid Ad-
ministration are frequently used as synon-
oinous, or as being the same thing for
soino purposes, and in some respects they

nroso; but the nature of tho discussion
into which we are about to enter requires
>l3 to draw a distinction, and to treat them
ns different matters, nnd separate sub-
stances.

Our form of Government was estab-
lished and exists by and for tlie people,
and consists of three great departments
or branches, to wit: Legislative, Judicial
nnd Executive. The latter is the one of

which wo now propose to deal, and is
known by the several apportions of the
" Executive" the "Administration" ami
tho " Oorernment." For our present pur-
pose the appchition of the "Administra-
tion" is best so ilod, and therefore is tho
one we shall use, and liy it we mean the
I*resident and his Cabinet Ministers.?
The President is the responsible party
Under the Constitution for the conduct of
the affairs of tho nation and the execution
of the laws. He is sworn "to support,
defend and protect" the Constitution which
is the charter of tho rights and privileges
bf the people, fjoyalty to the people,
their rights of life, liberty, properly and
Security are duties just as obligatory and
incumbent on the President as is the duty
of the |>eoplc to pay taxes and fight in
defence of tho Union or the general safe-

ty. Loyalty is with us a reciprocal mat-

ter ; tho people must he loyal nnd the
Administration must he loyal. Loyalty
on the part of the Administration consists
in the due execution of the laws of the
land and the observance of the require-
ments of the Constitution. In times of
war it is his Jttfy to exercise diligently,
jimdy ami faith/ally all the powers con-

ferred on him by the laws of Congress
and by the Constitution of tho United
States, expressed anditnjJied, which, may
be required to secure the protection and
safety of the. jwojile and the Union.

Our national life lias for upward of
Ihreo years been most fiercely, often sav-

agely, threatened by domestic traitors.
These traitors have so far used all the
internal mo,ana they could command to
aeliieve the successful accomplishment of
their treason by the dissolution, and de-
struction of the Union. They have sent

emissaries abroad to foreign nations and
inimical governments, soliciting inter-
ference in our affiiirs by recognition, by
mediation, by throats, and by remon-

strances. They have obtained vessels for
piratie.nl purposes on tho high sens; they
have obtained arms, large and' small, and
nil other munitions of war and supplies
of all kinds.necessary to maintain their
rebellion, from these inimical nations.
These things we <h> know, nnd we further
know that if they were not so supplied
their efforts would have been much less
formidable nnd much less successful'; but
what the Administration has done to ar-

rest these things wo do not know, beyond
a blockade, not tho most effective, though
it may *bo very expensive. Tlicy have
by land, not merely maintained nil obsti-
\u25a0atc resistance to legal authority. They
commenced a war which was not, from
its inception, and is not now, conducted
on their part, according to tho laws or
usages of civilized warfare, or restrained
within the known lmunds of barbarous
strife. Acts of perfidy and cruelty never

equalled or imagined on this continent or

any other, are common chnrneterisrfrs of
their warfare. Acts of vandalism, begun

. perhaps, by guerrillas and'bushwhackers,
have grown in magnitude nnd frequency,
until our armies, too, have hecomo con-

taminated by the example and perhaps in-
stigated'by the feeling of retaliation, and
ffiey are now practiced 011 a much more

extensive scale antTdigniffcd by the nppcl-
of Haiti's.

The loyal people of the Border States,
especially of .Maryland and' Pennsylva-1
aia, have so far no reason to believe in j
the efficiency of this mode of warfare as I
*means cither of crushing tho rebellion,'
or protecting them in their tires, liberty, j
proper'o .or riyhtt. \Yc knew that for

three successive summers, and tliu same
time, these States have bcrrTYheaded,
their people slain and captured, their pro-
perty destroyed and carried off, their
towns laid in ashes, with details of fob-
be ry, cruelty and insults to females, too

intolerable to be borne, and to What pur-
pose? Is this the fulfillment of tho pro-
mise of retribution for I'Oft I'illoW, ltieh-
niond and Belle Island ? We know that

011 each of these occasions they have pro-
mised to return, and that they have kept
their promises. We know that the
of some of the liebel sympathizers in our
midst, who are in the liebel ranks have
on each of these occasions, a week or two

before these raids, sjanit several days in
concealment at the houses of their parents
and friends, for what purpose we leave
others to guess. We know some of these
sympathizers have been ordered out of
our State into the liebel lilies, there to
remain, by the Commanding Generals and
we kuow that some of them have return-
ed, as said, by order of the Secretary of
and it is rumored that the President has
ordered the return of all those Sent tiff;
as yet we do not know that to he the fact.
It is natural tlmt men should differ in opin-
ion and we are ready to concede to every
man (ourselves included) the right t" rn-
tertain any reasonable opinion. The Ad-
ministration muy entertain the opinion that
the policy here spokel) of and the practices
wo have been detailing in the true mode
of exhibiting their loyalty nltd the most
effective mode of crushing tile rebellion;
that we don't know, hilt We do know that
there is neither philosophy nor sophistry
enough in the Cabinet to make our people
believe or think with thorn nil that mat-
ter.

We do not believe that tho vandal de-
struction of property will shorten this
war except by the exhaustion of both par-
lies which will amount to the destruction
of the whole country. Wo do not be-
lieve that the toleration and protection of
itebels and ltobel sympathizers in our
midst who are always jas ready to com-

municate intelligence to and welcome the
invading rebels as tlicy are to sneer at
"Lincoln's dogs" and to rejoice at "Yan-

kee" reverses, is in any way calculated
to insure the success of tho Union arms

or strengthen the Administration. We
do not believe that tho meddling of the
Secretary of War or tliu President either
with the orders of an energetic Major-
Gencrnl in the field who desires to remove

the "fire in his roar" before lie encoun-

tered it in front, or who desires to pre-
vent tho communication ofhis movements

to the enemy, will inspire confidence of
success in either the loyal people, com-
manding Generals or fighting armies.?-
We do not boliove that the protection of

Kehel persons ajid properly from extradi-
tion and confiscation and the want ofpro-
tection of the persons sud property of
loyal persons will he taken 11S evidence of

loyalty or the intention to protect and do-
I fend" the constitution or the rights, the
liberties, the lives and the security of the
people. We do not believe thai tho ad-
ministration of an oath ofallegiance once

again for twenty times docs anything hut
make a rebel a inore determined and dan-
gerous relad than lie was before. Wc
don't believe from our knowledge of hu-
man nature that a loyal people will tame-

ly see these tilings constantly practiced ;
their lives, their peace and their property

destroyed or endangered time after time,
for the protection of which they are pay-
ing heavy taxation. Nor do we believe
that, they will much longer support the
powers who thus manage public affairs
either with their money or their votes.

Ifthis Administration desires to retain
the confidence and support of a loyal peo-
ple who have extended to it a strong,
deep, patient confidence and support, they
must change their present mode of tactics,
and adopt, a more determined nnd energet-
ic dealing with rebels and traitors ; there
must he a more liberal performance of the
promised retribution on rebels it must
fall, not on loyal men. "Father Abra-
ham" must "put his foot down in the right
place" a little more frequently and keep
it there n good deal longer, or lie will, ere

ninny months pass by, find that he is a

"used up Sue leer." Tho day for lenity,
for concession, for conciliation, for persu-
asion nnd for Proclamations has gone by.
There must be firm, energetic, decisive
fiyhtiny ; traitors must meet and receive
nothing hut the traitors doom, nnd they
must he kept south of the Potomac nnd
of tiie Federal linos, nay, beyond the le-
gal jurisdiction of the United States. j

THE CAMPAIGN.

Accounts of Saturday's battle near
Petersburg a'O less exact and complete
than wo could like?Mr. Stanton persist-
ing in silence. Dispatches agree that
the assault waft well planned ought to

have succeeded, hut?somebody blun-
dered. Who it was time will show, ?

But tlio ulfair was on a much smaller
scale than was supposed frein yesterday's
iiitelligciii'e, and the losses en our side
seem to be confined mainly to tlie fltli
corps. When the mine exploded, a rush
was made through the gap left in the
rebel line of earthworks, and there was
an effort to get on as far as the next
line, or lo carry some adjacent works
which commanded the position. There
were two assaults; both failed, and our
men lay for a long time exposed to n fire
from which they could not retreat. Three
divisions of the Otfi Corps ?in part or in
whole?were sent in, but could not get
forwsrd. Finally, tlie assault was aban-
doned, nod our men withdrawn -ninny
wounded being left on tlie field. Losses
are put at from four to five thousand?-
not a large number for an army that' has
lieen ill the battles of tho Wilderness ami
of Spottsylviuiia.

The Associated Press telegram makes
an effort, to put the hlntnc of failure on
the negro troops, to whom, by their ac-

| count, was intrusted the most difficult
|nirtinn of the work. But it is clear
enough the blame docs not belong on the
negroes The position was assaulted
first by white troops- -when they had
lmen repulsed, then by the negroes; so
that tilth failed alike. And the losses,
the enormous losses of the colored regi-
ments, show beyond dispute that they
fought bravely. Regiments coining ons
of action with 400 men killed and wound-
ed are not to lie charged with cowardice,
except by Copperhead malignity, which
nothing can ever modify 011 this question.

But suppose the negro troops had lie-
liavcd badly. How many while regi-
ments would have done bettor, going in-
to action with tlie certainty that iftaken
prisoners they would be enslaved or mur-
dered? When will the Government as-
sert. tlio negroes' rights as soldiers.

This failure wilt bo generally magni-
fied by tho ltclicl and Copperhead prest
into a stunting defeat. It is nothing of

tho kind- An attack has been made on

one point of the Rebel lines by a single
corps, nnd repulsed. There is no cause

for disrrarr.Tgemeiit in that. Gen. Grant
will pursue bis operation's ittlHfieeled by
this, as by other interruptions. And the
country will have sense enough to esti-
mate tiio failure at its trueValue.?
