The
blow was made and the door gave way,
hut from the very heavy fall th'o rope I
broke precipitating hint with great force
'upon the ground below. A new rope,
was jirocuVeu and ii se'tcud time ho was

led upon the scaffold and again placed on

the trap, the rope attached to the ring in
the cross beam, and after a short dilay
the trap was kuocked from under hiiu and
his body was suspended between heaven
and earth. The fall broke his neck, and
his struggles were scarcely perceptible.
After hanging thirty minutes he was cut j
down and burled at the foot of the seuf- j
fold.
